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Dear Bruno,

Thank you very much for your liaison statement from your meeting in Åre/Sweden with which you informed WG FM (and FM PT 48) on the current results of the compatibility studies on Broadband DA2GC in the candidate bands 2400 - 2483.5 MHz, 5855 - 5875 MHz and 3400 - 3600 MHz.

WG FM discussed these results and also your view that WG FM may consider alternative frequency bands for the use for Broadband DA2GC applications.

After a comprehensive discussion of the current status on the above mentioned “Candidate 1 bands”, WG FM decided to remove the band 3400 - 3600 MHz from the list of candidate bands. Hence there is no need to carry out further compatibility or sharing studies by WG SE with regard to Broadband DA2GC for this band.

WG FM also supported the view already submitted to your project team SE44 by FM48, that for the compatibility and sharing studies only those parameters for Broadband DA2GC should be used which are based on / derived from the following two system descriptions as provided by ETSI:

“System Reference Document on Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications operating in part of the frequency range from 790 MHz to 5150 MHz“, ETSI TR 103 054 V1.1.1 (2010-07) and draft “System Reference Document on Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications System employing beamforming antennas, operating in the 2.4 GHz and 5.8 GHz bands“, ETSI TR 101 599 (internal enquiry finished).

[bookmark: _GoBack]WG FM also discussed possible future options with regard to the unpaired 2 GHz bands, 1900 - 1920 MHz and 2010 - 2025 MHz. Broadband DA2GC systems are included in the list of options. A report to the forthcoming ECC plenary meeting and a separate liaison statement to WG SE will be provided on that issue by WG FM.
