Your letter of 7 October 2011 (FRA LI ChK-NP)


Dear Mr Körfgen,

The Electronic Communications Committee (ECC) of the European Conference of Postal and Telecommunications Administrations (CEPT) develops harmonisation measures for spectrum usage involving the cooperation of 48 administrations in Europe (see http://www.cept.org/ecc). The Working Group Frequency Management (WG FM), in charge of the radiofrequency spectrum management within ECC, inter alia, deals with requests for harmonisation of spectrum for new radio applications in order to establish regulatory measures as appropriate.

WGFM has already received two requests from the European Telecommunications Standards Institute (ETSI) to evaluate the designation of radio spectrum for Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications (BDA2GC) systems which constitutes an application for various types of telecommunication services on board aircraft, such as internet access and mobile multimedia services for passengers (ETSI TR 103 054 V1.1.1 (2010-07) and ETSI TR 101 599 (Draft)).
In this context, WG FM was informed by Deutsche Lufthansa AG, Swiss Air Lines Ltd and Austrian Airlines AG in October last year that these airlines follow the discussions within CEPT to designate frequency spectrum for a terrestrially based BDA2G system with greatest interest and that further questions from our side may be answered by you.
In relation to the discussions within CEPT on Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications (BDA2GC) it would be helpful for us to get additional information from you on your current satellite based system FlyNet. We would especially be interested in getting up-to-date information on the services which are provided to the passengers via FlyNet, on any customer feedback/experiences, on the current situation regarding the continental aircraft fleet, and on any other information which may be relevant from your point of view.
