This contribution contains the proposal of Ukraine concerning frequency bands considered by CEPT as candidate bands for the operation of future European Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications (BDA2GC) system 


	Proposal

Administration of Ukraine proposes to consider the information provided in this contribution for further specifying candidate bands for future BDA2GC system deployment at the WGFM next meeting 


	Background

FM PT 48 pre-identified a large number of frequency bands as potentially candidates for BDA2GC system deployment. At WGFM previous meeting in February 2011 in Luxembourg it was decided to extend the discussion on candidate bands for BDA2GC also with the aim to achieve a prioritization in further compatibility studies. 



Ukraine supports the work undertaken by WGFM PT 48 related to the possible identification of frequency bands for a BDA2GC system.
Ukraine supports the proposition of France (Document FM48(11)006) to withdraw from the table of potentially candidate bands for the BDA2GC system all bands not allocated in Region 1 in the Radio Regulation to the aeronautical mobile service (explicitly or to the mobile service without the exclusion of the aeronautical service), as far as the proposition to exclude from consideration bands for which studies similar to those to be undertaken for the implementation of the BDA2GC have already been undertaken and finalized with negative results, on the whole: 
   821 - 832 MHz; 

  960 - 1164 MHz; 

1492 - 1517 MHz; 

1427 - 1452 MHz; 

2570 - 2620 MHz; 

2700 - 2900 MHz; 

4200 - 4400 MHz; 
5091 - 5150 MHz. 
Ukraine proposes to withdraw from the table of potentially candidate bands for the BDA2GC system bands 1350-1375/1375-1400 MHz and the band 1452-1492 MHz, which are operated by special users of Ukraine.
Ukraine also proposes not to consider the band 1670-1675 MHz which is allocated to special users as a candidate band with the first priority for compatibility studies.
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
