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	Summary: 

	The first meeting of FM PT 49, working on broadband (high speed data communications) frequency harmonisation for PPDR, was held at BMWi in Berlin, Germany, from 27-28 September 2011.

	Background:


	WG FM adopted the ToR for FM PT 49 during its meeting in Miesbach, Germany, from 16-20 May  2011.


The 1st WG FM PT 49 meeting took place in Berlin, Germany, from 27 to 28 September 2011 with 54 representatives from CEPT Administrations, PPDR Organisations and Industry. Enclosed are the related list of participants (annex 1) and the agenda (annex 2). The documents can be found also by using this link: http://www.cept.org/ecc/groups/ecc/wg-fm/fm-49/client/meeting-documents.
The ToR issued by WG FM have been presented and noted. The Chairman emphasised close co-operations and information exchange between the national PPDR Organisations and their CEPT Administrations.
The main focus of the presented working documents concentrates on the following points: 
· justification of PPDR needs and demands
· PPDR scenarios
· needed band widths
· results of former PT 38 and initial proposals from the industry on frequency bands.
Being aware of military and broadcast frequency bands and the fact of the high density occupied frequency spectrum above 400 MHz, the industry took the liberty to propose also band options between 300 and 790 MHz as possible options to be included in further discussions. The NATO input document FM49(11)013 stated extensively that the existing agreements have to be respected by the NATO Nations.

However, no detailed discussions on possible band options took place in the meeting. Frequency band options have not been discussed in detail. Initial discussions took place on the needed band widths. The ETSI SRDoc TR 102 628 requests a minimum bandwidth of 2 x 10 MHz. While, based on German studies, a band width of 25 MHz for day-to-day operations (permanent designation) and 15 MHz for ad-hoc local network (temporarily) are needed.
Mr Borgonjen, representative of the Radio Communication Expert Group (RCEG) of the Law Enforcement Working Party (LEWP), presented a matrix (annex 3) containing PPDR applications elaborated by several PPDR Organisations and supported by the EU Members States in the LEWP/RCEG. Austria proposed that it is priority to develop a catalogue of PPDR scenarios and applications before the amount of spectrum can be identified. France informed that solutions for broadband PPDR in particular within 410-430 MHz are being investigated. Furthermore France said, that it is not in favour of identifying the L band for PPDR.
	Conclusion  1
The PPDR demands and needs have to be elaborated. Contributions from PPDR Organisations on needs and demands (e.g. capacities, scenarios, applications) are the key elements in this Project Team´s progress. CEPT Administrations should consider the information given in the matrix (annex 3) to be the first step as an appropriate reflection for the needs and demands provided by PPDR Organisations. 


	Conclusion 2

The requirements for mission critical broadband PPDR applications have to be clarified.


Mr Weber, European Communications Office Copenhagen (ECO), introduced the broadband related parts of the ETSI SRDoc 102 628. The Meeting identified the essential passages (Annex 4), which will impact the work of FM 49.
Mr Baldini, Joint Research Centre (JRC) of the European Commission, presented draft TR 102 970 containing sharing issues between different radio services. The document was noted and NATO stated that classified information cannot be subject of this investigations.
Based on all the other input documents, as well as  on the ECO PPDR Workshop held in Mainz 2010 and  on the Commission´s PPDR Workshop1)  in Brussels 2011, the meeting concluded  in common:
	Conclusion 3

· Harmonised spectrum (taking into account a tuning range);
· Interoperability among different European PPDR networks;
· Dedicated networks at least for the mission critical part, not excluding that individual CEPT Administrations or individual PPDR Organisations may use commercial networks or mixtures. In those cases where a dedicated network is not considered necessary for any reason2), commercial operators and organizations are invited to present a possible scenario to meet the requirements for mission critical broadband PPDR applications, the related impacts and spectrum requirements;
· Definitions and terms have to be clarified between CEPT Administrations and PPDR Organizations;
· When implementing broadband data networks it should be recognized that this is an extra facility additional to the existing mission critical voice networks (TETRA and TETRAPOL) because these voice networks will be in operation for the next 10 to 20 years3);

Sweden stated that at this stage of discussions, it is premature to take any decision on the use of dedicated or commercial networks for PPDR services.

Remark from PPDR Germany after the Meeting: The German TETRA voice network will be in operation for decades.

Sweden and The Netherlands proposed that the studies on the future frequency allocation for broadband applications should take into account the existing narrow band allocations, the implementation costs and the operating costs. 
Mr Penkkala, Finland, former FM38 Chairman, presented the outcome of FM38 in relation to broadband issues contained in documents FM49(11)007 and FM49(11)008 as input for the further discussions within FM49, in accordance with its ToR. The meeting noted these documents, which will be used later for further discussions.
Liaison Statements to LEWP/RCEG and to PT 50 have been considered and will be developed by correspondence and finalised in the second meeting of PT 49, 14/15 November 2011.

Development of  Liaison  with LEWP/RCEG.


Mr Brabinek, European Commission reported about the Commission´s conclusions of its PPDR Workshop 2011 and informed about the present status of negotiations on the Radio Spectrum Policy Programme (RSPP) between the Council of the EU and the European Parliament. The negotiations are continuing under the Polish Presidency.
A first draft of the FM49 roadmap (annex 5) has been elaborated on the proposals of the Office.  This draft roadmap will be further improved by correspondence. Mr Weber offered to co-ordinate the further work on the road map.
An initial long term timeline indicating the milestones has been discussed to coordinate common activities between European PPDR Organisations and the CEPT Administrations. This long term timeline will be adjusted when the roadmap has reached a more stable status.
