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	Summary: 

	This is the LEWP-RCEG document on the "Public Safety mobile data user requirements".

The document is based on existing studies done by France, Germany, Belgium, Finland, UK and The Netherlands + existing work by ETSI TC-Tetra.

The document is approved by all countries in the LEWP-RCEG meeting last June. The RCEG consist of all EU member states, meaning that all EU member states support it. We use this document in the discussion with ETSI on how to 'translate' the functional requirements into technical solutions.
On request from the PT49 meeting in Berlin, the matrix is added with a short explanation per application.

The matrix is also used in the discussion with ETSI regarding the technical solution. ETSI has started adding concrete figures to the matrix; that work is ongoing, the ’key page’ is included in this version to give an idea of the parameters ETSI wants to add.

	Proposal: 

	To discuss the matrix in PT49 because it gives a good impression of the needed functional requirements; it can be the basis for the work what is needed to formulate the PPDR needs within PT49. Also the ongoing work within ETSI based on this matrix can provide relevant information to PT49

	Background:


	The LEWP-RCEG Forerunner group has the task to come with an advice how to solve the growing need for (mission critical) mobile data communication; there are 2 subtasks: harmonisation of the technical solution + harmonised frequency band.

To be able to do this task it is needed to have user requirements which can be used in the discussions to explain the needs.
This is within ETSI for the technical solution and PT49 for the frequency aspect.
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
