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	Summary: 

	This document describes and elaborates on some technology based key principles to assist the work of identifying a harmonised spectrum environment for the implementation of mobile broadband PPDR services in Europe. Amongst such key principles, we in particular wish to emphasize:

1. The future harmonised broadband PPDR usage should from the very beginning through an optimal arrangement be taken into account some fundamental properties of technology. Therefore, while identifying dedicated spectrum for PPDR broadband, such spectrum may be selected to be in relation to relevant commercial spectrum, such that dedicated PPDR device and infrastructure equipment, only with marginal cost penalties, can operate also in commercial networks.

2. Consider a channelization arrangement, which would be suitable for channel blocks of 5 MHz, 10 MHz, 15 MHz or 20 MHz.

3. Establishment of a Single Market for PPDR broadband devices and infrastructure equipment based on recognised technical standards, such that maximised economies of scale and competition can keep overall costs as low as possible in the new harmonised spectrum environment.

4. The results and decisions of similar activities in ITU-R Regions 2 and 3 should, where appropriate, be taken into account to the benefit of European PPDR users, and the industry developing the technology, while reaping the benefits of the global roaming and economy of scale.

	Proposal: 

	When spectrum bands of sufficient bandwidths for the implementation of mobile broadband PPDR networks are been identified, the FM49 is invited to consider to develop that spectrum, such that the suggested technology aspects would be included, while maximizing the international alignment in accordance with the technology implementation principles made above.
