FM PT 50 has been tasked to develop an ECC Report on the study aiming at determining the most appropriate use of the L-band for CEPT.

1.2 Description of the current use within CEPT

1.2.1 Broadscasting T-DAB and S-DAB

In most European countries, the 1452-1492 MHz band is currently identified for the use by terrestrial and satellite digital audio broadcasting (T-DAB and S-DAB) applications. 

Relating to terrestrial T-DAB, most European countries have got one to three nation-wide T-DAB coverages in the MA02revCO07 Plan. 
Relating to S-DAB, a review of the ITU-R database of satellite filings covering Europe was conducted on 22nd July 2011 and showed that 6 CEPT administrations have a large number of active filings which include the band 1479.5-1492 MHz, as follows:
· France: 5 
· United Kingdom: 2
· The Netherlands: 3
· Luxembourg: 26
· Sweden: 2
· Turkey: 8
Only satellite filings at the “Coordination Request” stage, which are associated with cost recovery fees, were considered in this survey. Those filings will have to be brought into use between 14th December 2011 and 12th March 2017.
[Editorial note: the above sentence provides information requested by France at the first meeting]
It can be further noted that:

· 69 filings covering Europe and submitted by 7 CEPT administrations are currently at the “Advance Publication” stage and may be converted to “Coordination Requests” in the near future

· 6 Administrations outside CEPT have also submitted a number of filings with coverage of Europe; such filings could support the provision of satellite services in CEPT countries

[Editorial note: it is proposed to remove the comments from Sweden for the following reasons:

· the list of filings was updated considering satellite networks in the arc 13°W-51°E only
· the fact that CEPT administrations submitted a number of coordination requests is a relevant information. It demonstrates that there is a significant interest from the satellite community in the band 1479.5-1492 MHz despite the requirement to coordinate with AFRIBSS. In addition, it can be noted that the FCC authorization for the satellite operating at 21°E under the AFRIBSS filing only covers a small portion of the band 1479.5-1492 MHz. It is also understood that this satellite, which was launched in October 1998, may reach its end of life in the next few years. Finally, there are different possibilities to overcome technical coordination, such as commercial arrangements. 
· the fact that few notification information or no Resolution 49 information were submitted to the ITU reflects that there is currently no satellite operating in the band 1479.5-1492 MHz under an ITU filing from a CEPT member state. This information is already contained in the last paragraph of section 1.2.1]
None of the T-DAB and S-DAB usages have actually grown in the band to date as it has been shown by the Radio Spectrum Policy Group survey and Report on the future of digital audio broadcasting
