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	Summary

This document revisit the outcome of 72nd WG FM with regards to not compliance of BDA2GC system with Radio Regulations for Region 1 for the 1452 – 1492 MHz band and ask PT 50 to include these conclusions into section 4 of its Draft ECC Report.


	Proposal

Considering:

· The discussion and conclusions of the 72nd WG FM meeting with regards to the not compliance of BDA2GC system with Radio Regulations for Region 1 (please see background section below)

· That PT 50 is currently assessing candidate applications (including BDA2GC) versus agreed criteria (including compliance with Current Regulatory Framework) 

The Italian administration would like to highlight the NOT COMPLIANCE of BDA2GC system with the Radio Regulations for Region 1 and ask PT 50 to include these conclusions into its assessment of candidate applications versus criteria in section 4 of its Draft ECC Report. 


	Background
In the ITU Radio Regulations the band 1452 – 1492 MHz in Region 1 is allocated to the FIXED, MOBILE except aeronautical mobile, BROADCASTING and BROADCASTING-SATELLITE Service. Several footnotes apply to the band. The extract from Article 5 of the Radio Regulations is given in Annex I.
During the second meeting of FM PT 48 held in Mainz (15-16 March 2011), the question was raised whether a Broadband DA2GC system is compliant with the definition of the aeronautical mobile service (AMS).

Taking into account that a ground station (base station) for a Broadband DA2GC system has to be considered as a “land station” according to provision No. 1.69 of ITU RR, the meeting concluded that the appropriate allocations for a Broadband DA2GC system are those belonging to the aeronautical mobile service (or to the mobile service).

FM PT48 Chairman, in the meeting report, invited WG FM to endorse the conclusions on the radio service (AMS) at its 72nd Meeting.
WG FM held its 72th meeting in Miesbach (16-20 May 2011) and supported the view of FM PT 48 that, by taking into account the definitions in the ITU Radio Regulations, an allocation either to the mobile service (without the exclusion of the aeronautical mobile service) or to the aeronautical mobile service is also appropriate for a Broadband DA2GC system
As in ITU Region 1 the band 1452 – 1492 MHz is allocated to MOBILE service except aeronautical mobile service and taking also into account the previous position/statement of 72nd WGFM,  the Italian administration endorses its conclusion that the BDA2GC system is not compliant with RR in Region 1 for the band under consideration.

In the bands 1 400-1 727 MHz, 101-120 GHz and 197-220 GHz, passive research is being conducted by some countries in a programme for the search for intentional emissions of extraterrestrial origin.

Additional allocation:  in Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bulgaria, the Russian Federation, Uzbekistan, Kyrgystan and Ukraine, the band 1 429-1 535 MHz is also allocated to the aeronautical mobile service on a primary basis exclusively for the purposes of aeronautical telemetry within the national territory. As of 1 April 2007, the use of the band 1 452-1 492 MHz is subject to agreement between the administrations concerned. (WRC‑2000)

In Region 2, the use of the band 1 435-1 535 MHz by the aeronautical mobile service for telemetry has priority over other uses by the mobile service.

Alternative allocation:  in the United States, the band 1 452-1 525 MHz is allocated to the fixed and mobile services on a primary basis (see also No. 5.343).

5.345
Use of the band 1 452-1 492 MHz by the broadcasting-satellite service, and by the broadcasting service, is limited to digital audio broadcasting and is subject to the provisions of Resolution 528 (WARC‑92) *.
