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Summary

This document suggests some key technology principles to be used to assist the work on the spectrum usage in the band 1452 – 1492 MHz for the implementation of a broadband based application in Europe. The contributing companies wish to offer the following key principles for the consideration to the meeting 

- only broad band based technologies should be addressed, therefore only
- the full 40 MHz bandwidth should be considered for the broadband based application to be selected, and
- the time to market is regarded essential; accordingly, for the selected application, the devices and infrastructure equipment, should be based on already recognised technical standards, while
- only applying the already established channel blocks of 5 MHz, 10 MHz, 15 MHz or 20 MHz, and also
- results and decisions on technology in ITU-R Regions 2 and 3 should, where appropriate, be taken into account.


	
Proposal

With the aim of providing for the best possible usage, the FM50 is invited to consider developing the full band 1452 – 1492 MHz, in accordance with the key technology principles made above, such that maximised economies of scale and competition can keep overall costs as low as possible in the new harmonised spectrum environment to the benefit of European consumers, as well as of the industry developing the technology in a timely manner, while reaping the benefits of the global roaming.
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
