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	Summary
This contribution provides a preliminary overview of spectrum below 6 GHz (but outside the L-Band 1,452 – 1,492 MHz) that is currently available or could relatively easily be made available for terrestrial-only wireless broadband services (see Annex 1). Without even considering additional (eg, government) spectrum that could potentially be freed up (cf Annex 2), more than 1,700 MHz already qualifies for future deployment of terrestrial-only wireless broadband services, well ahead of the European Union Policy target to make at least 1,200 MHz of spectrum available, on a technology and service neutral basis, for such services. Furthermore, as agreed during WRC-12, WRC15 will already allocate, starting from 2015, the frequency band 694-790MHz for mobile service on a co primary basis with other services, taking into account the results of ITU-R studies. This information will be relevant for the assessment of incremental consumer and producer surplus of different applications requiring terrestrial-only spectrum.

	
Proposal 
It is proposed that FM PT50 take note of the information provided in the annexes and incorporate and use relevant aspects in the final report. FM PT50 is invited to note that even without considering the band 1,452 – 1,492 MHz, the available spectrum below 6 GHz for terrestrial-only services alone greatly exceeds the technology and service neutral 2015 EU target and that additional spectrum, including the band 694-790MHz, will be identified for terrestrial-only mobile services during the WRC-15, as agreed during WRC-12. FM PT50 is also invited to use this information when assessing incremental consumer and producer surplus of different applications requiring terrestrial-only spectrum.

	Background
FM PT 50 has been tasked to develop an ECC Report on the study aiming at determining the most appropriate use of the L-band for CEPT. Within the EU, the Radio Spectrum Policy Programme adopted October 2011, aims to “make at least 1,200 MHz of spectrum available for wireless broadband services in the Union by 2015, following an assessment based on the new spectrum inventory.” The 1,200 MHz of spectrum includes the spectrum currently in use.
