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	Summary: 

	The Terms of Reference of FM50 do not foresee the consideration of Out-of-band emissions into bands adjacent to the band under consideration. Therefore the preliminary draft ECC Report on the future use(s) of the band 1452-1492 MHz does not contain elements dealing with the protection of adjacent bands by the candidate applications. However, this aspect is needed to provide a full picture and should be highlighted.



	Proposal: 

	FM50 is kindly invited to insert at the appropriate place in the draft report, for instance at the end of section 5.3 of the preliminary draft report describing the possible regulatory options (see doc FM(12)50rev1 Annex 1), the following sentence:

“The conditions given by the regulatory framework for the protection of the adjacent bands (below 1452 MHz and above 1492 MHz) has to be taken into account by the future use(s) of the band 1452-1492 MHz and hence might limit the factual usability of the spectrum under consideration by the application(s) proposed within the above mentioned regulatory options.”


	Background:

	(1) Germany raised the issue described above at the last FM Meeting in Bern (see FM(12)084) :
… (27) Germany indicated that a note should be included to indicate that the conditions given by the regulatory framework for the protection of the adjacent bands (below 1452 MHz and above 1492 MHz) has to be taken into account by the future use(s) of the band 1452-1492 MHz and hence might limit the factual usability of the spectrum under consideration by the application(s) proposed within the above mentioned regulatory options. Germany clarified that it is not the intention to study this aspect in detail within FM PT 50, because it would be out of the scope of the ToR.

(28) The WG FM concluded that this should be discussed within FM PT 50 and that Germany is invited to contribute to FM PT 50 directly on this issue.
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
