	Background
Cultural, commercial and touristic facilities and attractions are the base stations of economic growth. These facilities are attractive to be used for various kinds of permanent or temporary events. Participants of these meetings and attendants of these events have additional needs that are linked to these key events.

These additional needs start at travel to these facilities, accommodation, restaurant, recreation and entertainment. In a well-managed environment these accompanying industries will bypass the initial facilities and become strong enough to generate enough interest to the public to secure its own survival and profit.

Good examples can be found at the Baltic coast in Eastern Germany where it once started with cultural events in the urban centres and with the expansion of the infrastructure has now covered almost the entire coastline. Concepts like this started working in the early 60th in the sun covered beaches of southern Europe and have finally made their way to mid and northern Europe where inhabitants market their heritage. Beside that it will strengthen the efforts of the communities’ growths as technical coordination will not be a mayor issue any more.

Industry production and the creative industries always aim to operate efficient. The figures are known: industry production is too often in the headlines setting workforce free. Creative industries are able to for binding workforce: it is more workforce intensive as these have personal/individual services in their focus.

And there is another important aspect: compared to the conflicts Europe has seen in the past it now enjoys a time peace due to the increasing communication and cultural exchanges. This is probably the highest value in communication.
Conclusion
The L-Band in addition to the core UHF band offers the unique chance of coordinating wireless operation for the cultural and creative industry in the European Union. This Europe-wide harmonized band will make any exchange of cultural activities between the nations easier and increase the economies of scale significant.  By this the UHF Band can be released from a significant workload of PMSE applications and it will secure the growth of the application as well as the demanded higher quality for productions.
