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	Summary

FM50 developed four regulatory options for the future use of the band 1452-1492 MHz in CEPT for review and guidance by WG FM.
WG FM at its 74th meeting in Bern retained the first three options as defined in the draft ECC Report Section 5 and decided to suppress the fourth one (i.e. the regulatory option harmonising 25 MHz of L-band for S-DAB). In addition, WG FM considered that the inclusion of regulatory option 1 (i.e. no change) is just for benchmark in the context of the impact assessment methodology.  

Section 6 of the Draft ECC Report will detail the impact assessment of the three regulatory options retained by WG FM in order guide towards the selection of the best one for the future use of the band 1452-1492 MHz in CEPT.

This contribution provides the assessment of the three regulatory options when applying criteria 1 and 2.   


	Proposal

It is proposed to fill the impact assessment of the regulatory options in Section 6 for criteria 1 and 2 as per the proposed modification in attached document.

	Background

FM50 developed four regulatory options for the future use of the band 1452-1492 MHz in CEPT for review and guidance by WG FM. WG FM at its 74th meeting in Bern retained the first three options and decided to suppress the fourth one (i.e. the regulatory option proposing to harmonise 25 MHz of L-band for S-DAB). 
In addition, WG FM discussed the inclusion of regulatory option 1 (i.e. no change) and concluded a footnote will be added to regulatory option 1 to clarify its inclusion in regulatory options with the following text extracted from the ECC Report 125 (section 7.3, p.9): “When identifying the possible options, ECC should generally start by considering the option of not changing the regulatory framework, either by not introducing regulation or by retaining existing regulation. This option – ‘Do Nothing’ will be the benchmark or base case against which other options will be judged even though it may not be always practical."

Section 6 of the Draft ECC Report will detail the impact assessment of the three regulatory options retained by WG FM in order guide towards the selection of the best one for the future use of the band 1452-1492 MHz in CEPT. C

Criteria 1 and 2 award points directly for the regulatory options rather than individual applications.
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
