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	Summary

Mobile Broadband and Mobile SDL are currently treated as two separate applications in the draft FM50 ECC Report and in particular in the context of the impact assessment. France proposes to retain Mobile SDL as the sole application for delivering mobile broadband services in the 1452-1492 MHz band. 
Currently, on one hand, Mobile SDL application has been defined as a feature of mobile broadband using L-band unpaired spectrum as a Supplemental Downlink to another mobile broadband FDD band. On the other hand, the Mobile Broadband application’ has been defined in the draft Report as a feature of mobile broadband implementing either TDD or for FDD with out-of-band pairing with another downlink or uplink band. However, all the inputs provided on the opportunity of using L-band for mobile broadband have been only addressing and promoting Mobile SDL. This is, for example the case of the last input on Mobile Broadband application (FM50(11)69) which was submitted in December 2012 and addressed the impact assessment. As a result, the text currently in Section 4 relative to the ‘Mobile Broadband application’ remains empty with regards to the criteria (timeline for application deployment, economic and social benefits) whereas the assessment on ‘Mobile SDL application’ is comprehensive and mature.


	Proposal

France proposes to retain Mobile SDL as the only application for the delivery of mobile broadband services in L-band  and therefore suggests the following modifications to the ECC Draft Report in order to streamline the completion of the work by FM50:

- In Section 3: Merge ‘Mobile Broadband’ application with ‘Mobile SDL’ application by deleting the paragraph on ‘Mobile Broadband’ application and renaming ‘Mobile SDL’ as ‘Mobile Broadband SDL’. Rationales are to better reflect the fact that Mobile SDL remains the mobile broadband application in the L-band.
- Section 4: Delete the tables relative to Mobile Broadband application which are currently empty (due to the lack of inputs), and focus the mobile broadband in the context of Mobile Broadband SDL only.  

- Update editorially the rest of the draft ECC Report to reflect the above changes.


	Background
Mobile Broadband and Mobile SDL are considered today in the draft ECC Report as two separate applications. Mobile broadband application is defined in the draft ECC Report in Section 3 as an application which is provided by either FDD (frequency division duplex) with in-band or out-band pairing or TDD (time division duplex) systems. The Mobile SDL application is defined as a feature of mobile broadband allowing the use of L-band unpaired spectrum as supplemental downlink bonded with an FDD mobile broadband band. 

In practice all inputs and market interest expressed for the use of the L-band for mobile broadband services was relative to Mobile SDL. During the impact assessment work, there was a submission by Sweden for the assessment of Mobile Broadband application versus the criteria.  This was done in Document FM50(11)69 submitted to FM50 meeting in December. In this document, it was clear that the targeted mobile broadband application was Mobile SDL. For example, for the criteria on timeline for standardization and equipment availability, it was stated that “the 1452-1492 MHz band is not a band considered by 3GPP currently, but once the CEPT regulatory work gets completed 3GPP can define the FDD DL-only band possibly combined with an external anchor uplink and downlink band. The related functional support for downlink carrier aggregation is available in HSPA from Rel-9 and LTE from Rel-10. An example of an LTE supplemental downlink is already being standardized in another band for the US market”.

In the current draft ECC Report, section 4 relative to the ‘Mobile Broadband’ application is empty due to the lack of inputs whereas the Mobile SDL section is completed with comprehensive and mature data. 

Furthermore, FM50 included in its Rome meeting minutes, that “(13)  In addition, it was agreed that if no contribution is provided to describe one or several of the applications or to analyse the latter on the basis of the criteria, till the third meeting, that or those application(s) will be withdrawn from the list. WGFM will be informed of this.”
In order to streamline the work of FM50 and allow the completion of its work in due time, France considers beneficial to retain Mobile SDL as the sole application to deliver mobile broadband services in the L-band. It is also proposed in this context to rename Mobile SDL into Mobile Broadband SDL to better reflect this situation.
