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	Summary
The Minutes of the 71st WG FM meeting (document FM(11)062) contain information about the existing use and application in L-band, and in particular about satellite filings submitted to ITU-R by CEPT administrations for use for S-DAB services. This document provides an update of this information.


	
Proposal 
It is proposed to take into account the information contained in this document and the interest for S-DAB within CEPT when developing an ECC report on the most appropriate use of the L-band and when reviewing ECC/DEC/(03)/02.


	Background
FM PT 50 has been tasked to develop an ECC Report on the study aiming at determining the most appropriate use of the L-band for CEPT. 




Existing satellite applications for S-DAB
The Minutes of the 71st WG FM meeting indicated that 3 CEPT administrations have submitted satellite filings which include the band 1479.5-1492 MHz (S-DAB ) to the ITU-R, namely France, Luxembourg and the Netherlands.
A review of the ITU-R database of satellite filings conducted on 22nd July 2011 provides a different result and shows that 6 CEPT administrations have a large number of active filings which include the band 1479.5-1492 MHz, as follows:
· France: 5 

· United Kingdom: 2

· The Netherlands: 11

· Luxembourg: 34

· Sweden: 2

· Turkey: 9

Only satellite filings at the “Coordination Request” stage, which are associated with cost recovery fees, were considered in this survey.

A similar request conducted for other frequency bands such as C-band or Ku-band, which are heavily used by commercial satellite applications, shows that between 12 and 15 CEPT administrations have satellite filings in the ITU-R database. 

From this survey it can be concluded that there is still a significant interest from the CEPT satellite community for satellite services in the band 1479.5-1492 MHz. It is further a well known fact that satellite projects have long lead times and require a stable regulatory environment in order to secure the necessary financing. 

FM PT 50 is therefore asked for the above to be taken into account when developing an ECC report on the most appropriate use of the L-band for CEPT and when reviewing ECC/DEC/(03)/02.
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
