1)general discussion points 
>the schedule for preparation of the document was briefly discussed:
The draft report needs to be endorsed by the end of 2012 for approval 

>MLD highlighted that before FM51 M2 the draft report should be transferred into the new ECC report template (assistance by the office was offered)

>there was a reminder that the coverage of major events is in the scope of CG major events.

The developments in this group need to be monitored. It was made clear that the focus of Report 002 is much broader and also covers “every day usage” and the broad variety of applications in “every day usage“ needs to be reflected in the drafting work.

>it was highlighted that the scope of the revised report is much broader, so all chapters including the exec summary need to be updated.
