During the 9th session of FM PT 46 in Lisbon (December 14 -1 6 , 2010) there has been a discussion on the layer “Maritime” in the EFIS - ECC Decision (01)03 - and the meeting noted the following comments:

1. the reference to AIS should (preferably) be removed from the layer “Maritime communications” to the layer  “Maritime navigation” as AIS is not a communications feature / system ;

2. in the layer “GMDSS” it is advised to change the naming of SAR(navigation) into AIS SART (navigation);

3. under “Satellite navigation systems” it is recommended to also mention the COMPASS system;

4. it is recommended to indicate INMARSAT also under “GMDSS”;

5. it is also recommended to indicate “HF/MF/VHF radio” as a system under the layer  “GMDSS”;

Pia, with regard to layer 3, is the EFIS Decision indicating work items? Or systems? Could you please inform us on this as well? as this element is not clear to us.

EFIS/MG is invited to consider the above indicated elements and to take appropriate action. 
FM PT 46 would be happy to receive the outcome of future discussions within the EFIS/MG when available.
