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Summary 
This document gives an overview of the replies to the most recent periodical ECO questionnaire to CEPT administrations on Personal Locator Beacons (PLBs) sent out on 9 November 2011 with the deadline for replies on 10 January 2012. 

This exercise was requested by the 11th FM46 meeting (20-22 September 2011, Tallinn, Estonia) in order to update the ECO Table on the PLB usage in CEPT.
The questionnaire sent out to the CEPT countries already present in the ECO Table is provided for reference in Annex 1 and the other one to those which were not present – in Annex 2.

Background
At the 2nd meeting of FM46 (10-11 September 2008, Rome, Italy) it was agreed to circulate a questionnaire to CEPT administrations regarding the use and administrative handling of Personal Locator Beacons (PLBs) within CEPT. The purpose of this questionnaire was to collect the regulatory requirements applicable to PLBs in CEPT countries for the benefit of end-users as well as administrations. Furthermore it was decided that the overview would be considered by FM46 in order to investigate possibilities for harmonization of the treatment of PLBs within CEPT.
At its 9th meeting (14-16 December 2010, Lisbon, Portugal) FM46 requested ECO to publish the information on PLB usage in CEPT on the FM46 webpage. Since then the table has been maintained by ECO on the FM46 (now FM Maritime FG) webpage.
