4 EN 300 152:

Background:

A new WI was created to be approved at ERM meeting in March.

 A new ETSI standard based on EN 300 152 (3parts) should be drafted and approved. It will be necessary to issue a completely new number for these standards as the old one was marked “historical” and therefore it cannot be revised anymore.
During the meeting, the group overviewed a document issued by Tim Jarvis: revision notes on ETSI EN 300 152. The document was commented via Go to meeting facilities.
Title is now: ‘Electromagnetic compatibility and Radio spectrum Matters (ERM);

Maritime Personal Homing Beacon intended for use on the frequency 121,5 MHz for airborne search and rescue purposes’
Main points:

- scope & defintions sections are modified

-§ 4.1 ‘Construction’ is modified 

- no mention of 121.65MHz because in Europe it is used for SAR training purposes

- § 4.2: ‘non-replaceable seal’ has been removed

- §5.1: send message 1sec in 1mn

- § 8.2: add new section on modulation sequence 

- §8.2.5: add limits for non-audio modulation duration (3sec)

- §8.2.7: add new section for ASK modulation

- §8.6: new test PERP (adjacent channel)

- §8.7.3: modification of limit for test transmission power

- §8.8.2: test for spurious transmissions should be performed for all modulation types and transmission conditions.

Draft pr EN 302 961-1 v 0.0.1  is uploaded for comments on the ETSI portal under the "latest draft" application.
Final draft will go for One step Approval at next ETSI TG26#30 meeting.
Part 2 &3 will be drafted at next TG26 #30meeting.
Finally, the group looked at ICAO use of 121.5MHz (ITU-5B doc 490) to be sure that the contents of pr EN 300 152-1 align with the requirements of ITU-5B doc 490.
5     Access protocol for DSC use
Background: 

At their last meetig, TG26 drafted general access rules that apply to any equipment transmitting on GMDSS frequencies using Digital Selective Signalling (DSC) where no product standard is available (ie it is not a specified class of DSC such as A, B, D, E etc). This is particularly intended to cover automated devices such as Man Over Board alarms, etc..

 A new Work Item was created and submitted to ERM for approval..
During the TG26#29 meeting, Steve Austin asked for consensus of FM 46 before the final approval of EN 300 338-6. ETSI has a cooperation agreement with FM46. The group agreed with this proposal.
6    High Temperature testing 
Background: 

TG26 decided that the following VHF non-SOLAS standards should be revised: EN 301 025, EN 302 885 (Handheld DSC) and EN 301 178-1 (Handheld without DSC)

The new general requirement of these non-SOLAS VHF standards will be 5mn maximum. It will be inhibited during testing unless specified and for temperature testing, transmitting until timeout timer is activated. 

3 new WI were created at last TG26 meeting and submitted to adoption at last ERM meeting in March. All were approved.
During the meeting#29, TG26 group drafted pr EN 302 885-1 v1.1.2 (May 2011).

Changes are in red colour (updated clauses 4.2 & 6.12 plus references)
Same corrections are implemented in prEN 301 025 v1.4.2 & EN 301 178-1V1.3.2.

Marcus Jansen comments about EN 300 373 & 301 925 V1.3.1
When TG26 removed the DSC and made a reference to 300 338 Multi part, DSC modulation rate test was lost. This test is included in 300 338-1 but only for base band test non integrated controller.
The issue arose with 301 925 not having DSC modulation rate test. 
TG26 also noted that EN 300 925 contains all the EMC testing based on 60945 which has now a corrigendum. Normative references for EMC need to be updated.

The proposal is that at next TG26 meeting, the group will discuss this. If they come to an agreement, a WI will be created to deal with all references and missing test.
Cospas-Sarsat
ETSI Secretariat provided examples of applications for EC funded STFs that have been successful. TG26 intend to use these as a model in developing a revised STF request.

After discussion, it was suggested to produce a TS, the HS will refer to the TS.
