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The 29th meeting of the Electronic Communications Committee (ECC) was held in Split, Croatia, on kind invitation of the Croatian Post and Electronic Communications Agency (HAKOM).
1 Opening of the meeting
The ECC Chairman, Mr Thomas Ewers (D), opened the meeting and welcomed the participants to Croatia and gave the floor to Mr Dražen Lučić, Executive Director of HAKOM, who welcomed all the delegates to Split, the second largest city in Croatia.

He expressed on behalf of his Administration his gratitude to host the plenary of the ECC; he also wished the delegates a very pleasant stay in Croatia and a very successful meeting.

The Chairman expressed his appreciation for the kind words and the invitation. He highlighted the history of Split which celebrated its 1700 years anniversary already in 2004 and is also a world heritage of UNESCO. 

The meeting was attended by 83 delegates representing 29 administrations, the European Commission, the Office and 11 observers. The list of participants can be found in ANNEX02. The list of output documents is given in ANNEX01.
2 Adoption of the agenda, schedule of work
The Chairman introduced a few modifications to the agenda. The meeting adopted the agenda as given in ANNEX03.
3 Nomination and (Re)Appointments

Mr Stelios Himonas (CYP) was introduced as the only candidate for the Vice-Chairmanship of the ECC. In absence of other nominations the Chairman kindly requested to agree on the appointment by acclamation. The ECC joined him in a warm applause.
Mr Himonas expressed his appreciation for the trust given by ECC and is looking forward to this new task. The Chairman expressed his appreciation also to the Administration of Cyprus, which made him available as Vice-Chairman of ECC.
4 Reports on ECC and other activities
4.1 Report from the ECC Steering Group Meeting
The Chairman introduced the report from the 28th ECC Steering Group (ECC(11)039R1) indicating that most of the issues are covered by specific agenda items of the ECC. He highlighted possible issues subject to publication after the meeting.

He reported about a discussion triggered by WG FM that the criteria used for the review of ERC/ECC Decisions are still the ones approved by the ECC in 2005. The WG FM meeting endorsed the view that these criteria are difficult to find in the ECC documentation and, in addition, some may not be relevant anymore. After a short discussion, the ECC SG concluded that the WGs are not bound by the criteria and that the criteria are mostly important for the Office in order to prepare the lists of relevant ERC/ECC Decision including some background information. It was further emphasised that the relevant WG has the freedom to finally decide also based on other aspects and to take into account additional arguments in the review process. The ECC SG agreed that there is no need to discuss this issue during the forthcoming ECC meeting. Additionally the Chairman clarified that the ECO template is only a guide to revise the older Decisions and that the related entities are free to decide on their work on a non-mandatory basis.

The ECC SG was informed by the Vice-Chairman of WG FM that his group had got an unusual high number of requests from individual companies to attend the WG FM meeting in Miesbach (May 2011). Some companies neither have a membership of ETSI nor a LoU/MoU with ECC. Although representatives also of such companies may attend meetings of ECC groups if invited by the chair on a case by case basis, this is not the preferred approach. The ETSI liaison officer had raised concerns during the last WG FM meeting because of the decision to study also an alternative approach than proposed and introduced by the SRDoc. The ECC SG concluded that WG FM should inform ETSI about the on-going process on this issue. The Chairman suggested inviting all the interested companies to consider a membership in ETSI in order to overcome the problems of direct contributions to the ECC by developing SRDocs within the ETSI framework.

The ECC SG was also informed of the letter sent to CENELEC after the Porto ECC meeting, suggesting engaging in a LoU. Currently there is no response received, but the ECC will be kept informed by the secretariat.

Finally, the Chairman, as one of the CEPT Co-Presidents, noted the plans being made for an Assembly in December of 2011. The Office had sent out a letter to the CEPT contact list informing of this postponement from the original target date of June 2011, although only two administrations had so far responded. He requested ECC delegations to investigate if the letter had been received appropriately in their own administrations.
4.2 Report from the ECC SG Think Tank
The Chairman introduced the minutes of the 9th ECC SG TT meeting (ECC(11)040). Any area where a decision is needed by the ECC is covered by specific agenda items.

He highlighted the publication of the second edition of the ECC newsletter, the identification of issues already for the next edition and the Director of the Office; Mr Mark Thomas, indicated that already additional prints were available for the ECC Leaflet, which will also be made available for the next CPG meeting. 

The Chairman informed also about the intention to use the electronic WPDB for identifying issues for possible communication to the public.
4.3 Report from 01-11 EC-ECC meeting
The Chairman introduced the report of the last consultation with the EC (ECC(11)037). Besides the normal exchange of views on ongoing issues he suggested an earlier information flow concerning ongoing investigations in the ECC which might result in changes to existing EC Decisions. He highlighted the example of the 169 MHz where the workflow was consecutive instead of parallel and suggested, in order to save time that EC and ECC working processes should be better aligned.

4.4 ECO Bulletin on ongoing/new issues in other regions or organisations
The Director of the Office reported that this review of regulatory activity outside Europe did not suggest any technology-based reasons for new ECC activity.

The items in the bulletin (ECC(11)046) could broadly be regarded as addressing either allocation or band sharing/regulatory issues. The latter included an FCC initiative to develop a generic regulatory framework for signal repeaters (i.e. across more than one service or technology). The progress of setting up geo-location databases as a commercial service for white space devices was also of particular note. 
He noted that an ECC delegation will meet colleagues of the North Americas the following week (see Section 14.1).

Several delegates commented on the FCC’s initiative on signal repeaters. WG FM had considered the issue recently and had concluded it to be a national issue rather than one for European harmonisation. There was some debate about whether the Office should use additional resources also to track relevant standardisation initiatives in the IEEE for the bulletin; there was a general wish to include more information about developments in standardisation organisation.

ETSI raised questions of enforcement and responsibility in the event of interference caused by a transmitter using geo-location database information. 

The Chairman concluded that the bulletin should be forwarded to Working Groups, with the addition of a request in relation to the technical basis of IEEE standards on cognitive radio applications in the “White Spaces”.
The Chairman concluded that the WGs should assess the available information from IEEE on SDR/CR and if considered necessary to amend their work accordingly. He also announced to add the collected questions and topics also with regards to the CR regulation to the agenda of the next cooperation meeting with North America (see Section 14.1).
5 Draft ECC Decisions

5.1 Approval for Public Consultation of draft new ECC/DEC/(11)HH on “Harmonised frequency arrangements for IMT systems used for mobile/fixed communications networks (MFCN) operating in the bands 3400 - 3600 MHz and 3600 - 3800 MHz”
The Chairman of ECC PT1, Mr Didier Chauveau (F), presented the draft ECC/DEC/(11)HH on harmonised frequency arrangements for MFCN in the bands 3.4 - 3.6 GHz and 3.6 - 3.8 GHz (Annex 1 to ECC(11)036) submitted to ECC for approval for Public Consultation, which was intensively debated at the last ECC PT1 meeting. Two band plans (one TDD and one FDD) are annexed to the Decision for the band 3.4 - 3.6 GHz and one TDD band plan is annexed to the Decision for the band 3.6 - 3.8 GHz.

The ECC noted that the existing ECC regulatory framework already contains a BEM (see ECC REC (04)05 “Guidelines for accommodation and assignment of Multipoint Fixed Wireless systems in frequency bands 3.4 ‑ 3.6 GHz and 3.6 ‑ 3.8 GHz”) and that the current EC Decision 2008/411/EC is based on CEPT Report 15. ECC noted that ECC PT1 has not yet determined whether this existing BEM is also suitable for the high data rate MFCN services using larger channel bandwidths. This will be analysed at future meetings of ECC PT1 and, if necessary, could result in the development of new LRTC/BEM for future MFCN implementations.

Germany introduced a multi country proposal (ECC(11)044) stating that the current draft ECC Decision does not provide the necessary harmonisation and guidance to the industry. In order to indicate TDD as the preferred harmonised frequency arrangement for the band 3.4 - 3.6 GHz, this proposal invited ECC to consider and approve an alternative text of decides 3 based on the guidance of the 27th ECC meeting and to take an approach similar to the existing ECC/DEC/(09)03, while taking into account the existing use of the bands. This view was supported by a contribution from some interested industry parties (ECC(11)INFO08). 
Another contribution provided by some telecom operators (ECC(11)INFO13) preferred an FDD channel plan for the 3.4 - 3.6 GHz band. However these operators recognised the compromise achieved in ECC PT1.
During the discussion it was suggested that the term “preferred” should be added in this decides and to consider converting the Decision into a Recommendation. Other administrations supported the compromise provided by ECC PT1 and invited ECC to send the draft ECC Decision to Public Consultation as proposed by ECC PT1. 
ECC agreed on a few editorial improvements of the draft new ECC Decision and approved it for Public Consultation. The draft text includes the two options for decides 2, that were supported by the meeting, in order to seek more views from stakeholders. The options are:
OPTION A: 

· that administrations wishing to implement MFCN in the 3.4 - 3.6 GHz band should follow the harmonised frequency arrangement given in Annex 1 (TDD) or implement the harmonised frequency arrangement (taking into account considering ee) above) given in Annex 2 (FDD); 

OPTION B: 

· that administrations wishing to implement MFCN in the 3.4 - 3.6 GHz band should adhere to the harmonised frequency arrangement given in Annex 1 (TDD); 

· that administrations wishing to implement MFCN in the 3.4 - 3.6 GHz band with frequency arrangements other than the harmonised arrangement in Annex 1 should follow Annex 2 (FDD);

The ECC agreed on a text (ANNEX04) for the cover letter for the Public Consultation in order to invite administrations and other interested parties to carefully consider the issue. 

The ECC approved the new draft ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(11)HH (ANNEX05) for Public Consultation.
5.2 Approval for Public Consultation of draft amended ECC/DEC/(02)05 on “The designation and availability of frequency bands for railway purposes in the 876 - 880 MHz and 921 - 925 MHz bands”
and

5.3 Approval for Public Consultation of draft amended ECC/DEC/(04)06 on “The availability of frequency bands for the introduction of Wide Band Digital Land Mobile PMR/PAMR in the 400 MHz and 800/900 MHz bands”

The Chairman of WG FM, Mr Sergey Pastukh (RUS), informed the meeting that his group considered three options when discussing the need to amend the relevant ECC deliverables in order to deal with interference cases between GSM-R and public cellular networks.
He stated that WG FM agreed to add a new considering in the ECC Decisions (02)05 on GSM-R and (04)06 on wide band PMR/PAMR and approved the amended Decisions (Annex 02 and Annex 03 to ECC(11)031) for Public Consultation, subject to the agreement of the ECC. 

Sweden proposed further editorial amendments for decides 3 of ECC Decisions (02)05 and decides 6 of ECC Decision (04)06 in order to align the text with the template for ECC Decisions. 
The ECC approved the draft amended Decisions ECC/DEC/(02)05 (ANNEX06) and ECC/DEC/(04)06 (ANNEX07) for Public Consultation.
5.4 Final approval of draft new ECC/DEC/(11)CC on “The harmonised use of frequencies for Citizens’ Band (CB) radio equipment” based on the results of the Public Consultation

The Chairman of WG FM reported about the results of the Public Consultation on the draft new ECC Decision on CB radio and invited the ECC to approve the draft ECC Decision (Annex 01 to ECC(11)031). He informed that the reference to the Harmonised Standard EN 300 135 could be deleted from the ECC Decision in the future, when the standard will be withdrawn. 

Some administrations expressed concerns with respect to decides 1 because of possible uncertainties to use CB radio equipment in different conditions. After some discussion and taking into account the definition of CB radio in the background section and in considering h and i it was agreed to delete decides 1.
Spain (represented by proxy) indicated that they do not oppose this ECC Decision but will not be in a position to implement it. The Netherlands will not implement the Decision because of the reasons in the statement below.
The ECC approved ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(11)03 (ANNEX08) and tasked the Office to publish it.

A total of 19 administrations indicated their intention to commit themselves to implement this ECC Decision while 2 administrations indicated not being able to implement the ECC Decision.

Statement by The Netherlands:
“In The Netherlands CB Radio is currently allowed on the basis of "non-interference, non protection". SRDs operate in the same band. So, both have the same rights. However, in practice, this cannot be realized due to the large power difference. This creates a difficulty from an enforcement point of view.

No distinction is made between mobile and fixed use in the Decision. The newly proposed up to 6 dB higher power limits would fit for mobile use (e.g. trucks) but not so much for fixed use (e.g. in high buildings) from a sharing point of view. 

A variety of analogue modulation types is listed in the Decision. This is too detailed and also not technology-neutral (all information about these types of modulation is also to be found 1-to-1 in the harmonised standard). 

There are no rules in the Decision such as maximum transmission time. The equipment can basically be used 24/7. This is contrary to the idea of non-exclusive use. (Compare USA: 5 minutes talk, 1 minute quiet).

There are no rules in the Decision on antenna sites (e.g. maximum antenna height for fixed use). (Compare USA: about 18 meters). In USA CB equipment may further not be used near airports.”

6 ECC Rules of Procedure and Working Methods

6.1 Final approval of changes to WM and RoP (ECC meeting Porto)

After the provisional approval of the changes to RoP and WM at the 28th ECC meeting, the text was made available in accordance with the RoP two months prior to the meeting (ECC(11)029 and 030).

The ECC approved the changes to RoP and WM. 

6.2 Final approval of the result of the first 3-year review of the RoP and WM by WG RA
The Chairman of WG RA introduced section 5.1 of ECC(11)032 stating that WG RA developed draft amendments to the RoP and the WM in relation to the pending requests that have been collected in the past three years and not been addressed so far as “urgent” (Annex 8 to ECC(11)032 (RoP) and Annex 9 to ECC(11)032 (WM)). The amendments also include a clause in the Rules of Procedure that the ECC shall approve its multiannual strategic plan.

The review does not address the task concerning the ECA as there is ongoing work within WG FM in relation to the future use and objective of the ECA. Also, the review does not address the task in relation to the implementation of EWM virtual participation, as the 2-year trial period ends in October 2011 and final decisions have not been taken yet.

The ECC 

(i)
provisionally approved the proposed amendments to the RoP (ANNEX09) to be considered for final approval at the next ECC meeting after giving at least two months notice as prescribed in article 16.1 of the RoP, and 
(ii)
approved the proposed amendments to the Working Methods (ANNEX10).
6.3 New layouts for ECC deliverables

The Director of the Office introduced ECC(11)047, which showed the new appearance which is recommended to be followed respectively for ECC Deliverables. These had been prepared by an agency under the direction of the Office, which had used the advice of the ECC SG Think Tank. The Office is presently evaluating the technical operation of the templates, and is expected over the summer to upload them on the new ECO webpage. 

Mr Thomas explained in more detail the decisions of the ECC SG Think Tank about how the new templates would be applied. This required a control sheet to track reviews and revisions, that CEPT Reports would include the Commission Mandate in Annex, and that existing deliverables when reviewed should have their cover pages (only) changed to the new format.

As for deliverables approved at this 29th ECC meeting, the final Decision would just adopt the front page in the new style, but the Office would convert the current draft Decisions to the new format in parallel with the Public Consultation process.

The meeting endorsed the proposals. Noting that the templates will form part of the Working Methods, the Chairman asked that the Office have the final versions ready for application to documents uploaded from the start of October. 
The ECC was also informed about the development of the design for presentations given on behalf of the ECC. Although final amendments are still expected, the design should already be used for respective presentations. 
6.4 Future amendments of ERC Report 25 (ECA Table) 

The Chairman of WG FM introduced the results on the discussions regarding the update of the ECA Table and its new structure. The conclusions are also based on an analysis of the responses to an ECO questionnaire (details can be found in Annex 34 to FM(11)062R1).

The columns of the ECA Table, which is now annexed to the actual ERC Report 25, were rearranged according to the new structure. Factual information, e.g. references to new ECC Decisions and ETSI standards in the ECA Table, will be updated in the future by the Office without the need for a Public Consultation. Amendments in the general part of ERC Report 25 or other substantial changes will always require a Public Consultation.

WG FM had already adopted a complete revised version, which is based on the new structure, for Public Consultation during its last meeting in May 2011.

By taking into account the Rules of Procedures and the Working Methods, the ECC endorsed the approach for the update of ERC Report 25 as proposed by WG FM.

WG FM had also discussed the possibility to implement references to EC Decisions in the ECA Table during its latest meeting. WG FM proposed not to include these references into the ECA Table but tasked the Office to implement a possibility for getting information on the relevant EC Decisions via EFIS and based on a search function for the frequency bands.

During the discussion, some Administrations preferred to include those references directly in the ECA Table because EC Decisions are relevant for more than 50% of the CEPT administrations, whereas some others did not see a necessity for that because ERC Report 25 should provide information on ECC deliverables only.

6.5 Proposal of implementation of forum groups in the RoP

Germany introduced a proposal to amend the RoP (ECC(11)042): Groups, which are not expected to produce formal deliverables on a regular basis should be “Forum groups” (FG). FGs provide opportunities for exchange of information, shall work mainly by correspondence (physical meetings should not be excluded in general) without the need to report to the parental group at every meeting.
The ECC provisionally approved the amendments to its Rules of Procedure (ANNEX11). 

7 Report from ECC TG5 “ECC Structure”
The Chairman of ECC TG5, Mr Philippe Horisberger (SUI), introduced the result of the consideration of his group on the possible structure reform of the ECC (ECC(11)041).
The Russian Federation, also on behalf of the Administration of Belarus, introduced an alternative proposal (ECC(11)043) to the ECC structure. 
Sweden introduced ECC(11)045 supporting the result of ECC TG5. In this document an alternative proposal was presented in case the ECC does not adopt the ECC TG5 recommendations. 

The ECC agreed with the ECC TG5 proposal to maintain CPG and WG NaN and decided that the future of ECC PT1 will be reconsidered after WRC-12. 
Furthermore ECC TG5 proposed to the ECC the following step-by-step approach:

1.
Redistribution of the WG RA activities

2.
Review of the work program of the ECC family

3.
Review the procedure to include new items in the work program

4.
Review the actual structure 

The ECC agreed to close WG RA at the end of the year 2011 after the expiration of the current chairmanship and redistribute its activities to other ECC entities and the Office (see below). 
The Chairman invited the outgoing Chairman of WG RA to convey the gratitude of the ECC to the group for their long term outstanding work. 
A lively debate took place in relation to the future of WG FM and WG SE. 
It was suggested that firstly a decision on the future of the WGs FM and SE needs to be taken before the ECC decides how to redistribute the work of WG RA. This was supported by the majority of Administrations, while others preferred to proceed as proposed by ECC TG5. 
Finally the ECC agreed to maintain WGs FM and SE and to redistribute the tasks of WG RA as follows:

1.
Use of the RIS model within ECC
WG RA is invited to deliver its (2nd) report for the trial period on the RIS model to the ECC meeting in December 2011. ECC will then decide on the future handling of the RIS model.

2.
RA 1 (enforcement)
FM PT 22 and RA PT 1 will be merged and the new group will report to WG FM.

3.
Licensing/Free circulation/use of terminal equipment issues
These issues will be considered by the responsible group developing the related frequency harmonization measure. At present, all related work items in WG RA are expected to be finalised until September 2011.

4.
Radio Amateur 

The Office will continue to coordinate the activities in relation to radio amateur issues and report to WG FM.

5.
Procedural issues (WM/RoP)
The Office shall draft proposals for amending the RoP/WM at the request of the ECC plenary. These proposals shall be approved by the ECC plenary. 

6.
EWM (Electronic working method)
Further steps will be decided following the submission of WG RA’s final report to the ECC meeting in December 2011.
7.
Cognitive radio issues
The WS_CG RA should endeavour to finalise the work until the end of the year. If the work is not finished, it will continue in WG FM.
8.
Mobile communication onboard aircraft and vessels
These issues will be dealt with in ECC PT1.
Concerning the remaining steps proposed by ECC TG5 the ECC decided

-
to review the work items in the WPDB at this meeting (see Section 11)
-
to task the ECC SG TT to review the procedure to include new items in the work
programme and make proposals to the ECC Plenary in December 2011.
-
to task the Office to submit proposals to the next ECC meeting through WG RA to amend 
the RoP/WM to implement the above decisions.

After thanking Mr Horisberger and his group for the work done, the ECC closed ECC TG5.
To ensure appropriate participation at the next meeting of the ECC SG TT the invitation will be distributed to ECC list A. 

Statement by Sweden, United Kingdom and The Netherlands:
“Sweden, United Kingdom and The Netherlands could agree with the conclusion that WG FM and WG SE remain as they are in the current structure of the ECC, but the mentioned administrations are of the opinion that this conclusion should not prevent further discussions in the Think Tank or the ECC on possible ways of enhancing the efficiency of the organisation or its working methods, for example by merging certain Project Teams of FM and SE or otherwise.” 
Creation of Forum Groups

In relation to the decision of the ECC made in Section 6.5 about Forum Groups, the ECC invited its Working Groups to consider the creation of Forum Groups within their structure. It is noted that this could be implemented although according to Article 16 of the RoP, the amendments will enter into force only after their final formal approval at the next ECC meeting.

It has been proposed that ECC gives guidance to the Working Group about possible candidates to be converted into FG’s. The following groups have been suggested:
· FM PT 46 

· FM PT 45 or parts of its work
· FM CG on CRS 

· EFIS/MG
· STG 

8 Decisions on ECC Decisions in progress, newly proposed or under review and other issues from the subordinate bodies
8.1 Actions taken by the subordinate groups on SDR/CR
The Chairman of WG FM informed the meeting that his group is considering CRS issues via correspondence and currently WG FM Correspondence Group on CRS is focused on assessing the situation with regard to the introduction of WSD in the UHF band in the future and also to the possible solutions that could be envisaged to ensure protection of PMSE. WG FM agreed to gather this information through a questionnaire with the deadline to answer on 15th September 2011. Some additional activity in this area is expected after receiving information from ETSI on the plan for standardisation of CRS.
The Chairman of WG SE reported about the start of the SE PT 43 activities on the further definition of technical and operational requirements for the operation of White Space Devices in the band 470-790 MHz (SE43_2), in particular on various topics identified in the Section 11 of the ECC Report 159.

The ECC was informed about the requests received by WG SE to study protection rules regarding cable head-end receivers. Cable head-ends are facilities that acquire and distribute video service signals over a cable television system. In many cases, the cable head-end will use an antenna with a high gain mounted high on a tower to receive TV station signals well beyond the station’s service area.

The ECC endorsed the approach proposed by WG SE to develop a preliminary analysis of the impact of this proposal. It was emphasised that the protection should not be considered for cable head-end receivers outside of the broadcasting service area.

The Chairman of WG RA informed that since the 22nd WG RA meeting there had been no new contributions apart from a late document drafted by the Rapporteur. This document introduced content from ECC Report 159 (sections 9 and 11) that the Rapporteur believed was relevant for discussion in the WG RA supplementary report. The document was submitted for information only and will be discussed and commented on by the Correspondence Group on CR.
8.2 Impact analysis in relation to the considerations on the future use of the 1452 - 1492 MHz band
The Chairman of WG FM informed about the establishment of FM PT 50 on the future use of the 1452 ‑ 1492 MHz band. It is requested to authorise WG FM to task FM PT 50 with the development of an impact analysis in the 1452 - 1492 MHz band.

Sweden expressed the view that taking into account the short period expected for the activity of this PT there is no need to conduct a full scale impact assessment and that an analysis of pros and cons in this case is sufficient. Sweden indicated further that some results of impact assessments have been already presented for this band in some fora and this could be used by FM PT 50.
A number of administrations supported the common understanding that timing issue will have an impact on the possible depth of such analysis and that the framework for conducting impact assessments provides for appropriate flexibility. 

The ECC agreed that WG FM could develop an impact assessment (to the extent necessary) in the L-band, without additional confirmation from ECC.
The Chairman invited the Administrations to contribute to that work. 
8.3 Proposal to amend ECC/DEC/(06)07 on “The harmonised use of airborne GSM systems in the frequency bands 1710 - 1785 and 1805 - 1880 MHz” to authorise 3G systems on-board aircraft
A proposal had been submitted to the latest WG FM meeting on the amendment of ECC/DEC/(06)07 on “The harmonised use of airborne GSM systems in the frequency bands 1710 - 1785 and 1805 - 1880 MHz”. The aim was to enable also 3G systems on-board aircraft.

Many administrations had supported this proposal during the WG FM meeting as it had been considered a natural evolution from existing on-board GSM systems. This issue was also discussed during the ECC Steering Group meeting and the SG supported the WG FM conclusions.

WG FM had already requested WG SE to develop technical studies in view of authorising the use of 3G systems on-board aircraft. WG FM now asked ECC to endorse the proposed revision of the ECC Decision.

Sweden indicated that it would prefer also to consider other frequency bands (e.g. 900 MHz, 2.5 GHz) and not only the bands 1920 ‑ 1980 and 2110 - 2170 MHz as originally proposed by AeroMobile during the WG FM meeting and that the forthcoming studies should not be limited to specific technologies.

During the discussion the question was raised whether AeroMobile intends to submit proposals also to ETSI. France emphasised that additional information would be helpful and preferably this information should be provided by ETSI.

The current version of ECC/DEC/(06)07 was developed by WG RA in close cooperation with WG SE. By taking into account the outcome on the discussions regarding the ECC structure (Section 7), ECC PT1 will be responsible for the review of this ECC Decision and have the flexibility to revise the ECC Decision as generic as possible based on submitted contributions.

Interested parties were invited to contribute to ECC PT1.
8.4 Implementation options for SRR regulation
France introduced ECC(11)052 raising that the EC framework applicable to Automotive Short Range Radar which will soon be amended. It was mentioned that, in particular, the 23.6 - 24 GHz band will no longer be available for SRR placed on the market after 30 June 2013. The current draft EC Decision is actually not considering specific requirements for the protection of the EESS and RAS in this band from Out-of-Band emissions (OoB) of SRR operating in the 24.25 - 26.65 GHz, meaning that such protection can only be ensured by requirements of unwanted emissions in the relevant ETSI harmonised standard. ECC also considered a contribution by CRAF, ESA, EUMETNET and EUMETSAT (ECC(11)053) stressing that the current version of the draft ETSI Standard EN 302 288-1 V1.5.1 under public enquiry includes a generic out-of-band limit, but does not include the relevant protection of passive services in the band 23.6 - 24 GHz.

During the discussion it was highlighted by a few administrations and the EC Counsellor that the issue described in the input documents is mainly relevant for the revision of the standard for SRR at 24 GHz but is not related to the new EC Decision.

Germany provided its view on the different scopes of the relevant frequency regulations and the ETSI standards (especially the harmonised standards). As a general principle the in-band conditions (limits for the wanted emissions) have to be reflected in the frequency regulations (ECC Decisions, EC Decisions), whereas the out-of-band limits (unwanted emissions) have to be included in the relevant standards. Although the unwanted emissions limits, as results of ECC sharing studies, may also be defined or described in the relevant ECC Deliverables in order to provide a clear guidance to ETSI, especially for the development of standards for new radio applications, a duplication or overlapping of parameters in Decisions and in standards should be avoided as far as possible.

The United Kingdom indicated that the described relation between frequency regulation and standards has a general relevance and should be kept in mind for the future.

In consequence, the ECC considered the issue of protection of the passive services in the 23.6 ‑ 24 GHz from SRR operating in the frequency band 24.25 ‑ 26.65 GHz in order to provide the relevant feedback to ETSI. The ECC concluded on a solution to be included in the harmonised standard, consistently with the results of previous technical studies. ECC also noted that the content of the revised harmonised standard (e.g. scope and table 1) should reflect very carefully the information on the reference dates (2018 and 2022) as defined in the amendment of the EC Decision. The ECC decided to inform ETSI accordingly on those issues and encouraged CEPT administrations and/or National Standardisation Organisation (NSOs) to contribute to the public enquiry taking into account the agreed solution.

A copy of this liaison statement (ANNEX12) was also sent to RSCom and TCAM. The EC Counsellor underlined that the adoption of the EC Decision, amending EC Decision 2005/50/EC, is planned for the RSCom meeting on 6th July 2011.

The Chairman of WG FM informed the meeting that WG FM had already tasked the SRD/MG to consider two options for the alignment of ECC/DEC/(04)10 with the new EC Decision. The Decision could be revised or a new ECC Decision could be developed. WG FM asked for guidance from ECC on the possible preference of one of these options.

Germany proposed to revise the current ECC Decision because that would be the most efficient way and would be similar to the approach on EC level. 

The ECC decided that WG FM should revise ECC/DEC/(04)10 on SRR at 24 GHz, taking into account the LS provided (ANNEX12) to ETSI. 
8.5 Proposal for new ECC Decision on Earth stations on mobile platforms (ESOMP) in the Ka-band
The Chairman of WG FM invited the ECC to authorise the development of an ECC Decision on ESOMP in the Ka-band, since there is no regulation for this band while for C and Ku-band relevant ECC Decisions for ESOMP are available. 
At the same time WG FM is in process of developing an ECC Report that should be available before the ECC Decision is sent to public consultation and this ECC Report should describe the system and provide justification for the need of an ECC Decision in more details.

Sweden and Switzerland were of the view that before taking such decision the ECC Report should be finalized and only after that ECC could discuss the need to develop a relevant ECC Decision.

Luxembourg supported the Decision, since there are similar Decisions in the Ku- and the C-band. France, Norway, Germany, Belgium, The Netherlands and the United Kingdom shared this view. 

Sweden further proposed that in the ECC Report the issue of convergence between FSS and MSS should be considered and clarification should be done on the need for allocation of Ka-band to MSS in order to give the possibility for deployment of ESOMP. Switzerland would like to see the Report first sharing in general the concerns of Sweden. The WG FM Chairman clarified that the Report is to be finished first, before sending the draft Decision into Public Consultation.
The ECC endorsed the action proposed by the WG FM. 
Statement by Sweden and Switzerland:
“We do not support the development of an ECC Decision on this issue. Consideration of the request to develop an ECC Decision should only be after the approval of the ECC Report. This will allow the CEPT members to seriously consider the background to the proposal and the possible justification for the development of an ECC Decision. 

One of the main reasons seems to be the convergence between the mobile-satellite and fixed-satellite services. Depending on the background there may be different possible actions - either allowing mobile satellite terminals to operate in a fixed-satellite network or changing the allocations to allow also mobile-satellite service to operate in the band. It has to be ensured that the approach taken is neutral to both existing and new users. It also has to be ensured that ECC takes a consistent approach both for satellite and terrestrial services.”
8.6 New Generic ECC Decision on terrestrial mobile terminals operating under the control of a network
The Chairman of WG RA presented section 1.4 to ECC(11)032, which summarizes the analysis of WG RA in relation to developing a general technology neutral Decision covering all terrestrial terminals operating under the control of a network, as follows: 

· In some existing Decisions there are restrictions.

· In some cases the free circulation and use and exemption from individual licensing provisions are included in the counterpart frequency Decisions.

· For some categories of equipment there are Decisions under development.

· Some free circulation and use and exemption from individual licensing Decisions have just been revised. 

As a result, WG RA was of the view that it would be rather counterproductive to develop at this point in time a technology neutral Decision covering all terrestrial terminals operating under the control of a network. 

The ECC endorsed the view of WG RA not to develop a technology neutral Decision covering all terrestrial terminals operating under the control of a network.
8.7 New generic ECC Decision on the free circulation and use and license exemption of mobile terminals operating in the 900 and 1800 MHz bands and revision of ERC Decision (00)06
The Chairman of WG RA introduced section 1.3 of ECC(11)032, informing that WG RA considered the draft Decision on “Exemption from individual licensing and free circulation and use of mobile terminals operating in the frequency bands 880 ‑ 915 MHz, 925 ‑ 960 MHz, 1710 ‑ 1785 MHz and 1805 ‑ 1880 MHz”, proposed by RA PT 3. 
The latest WG RA meeting also considered a draft amended ERC/DEC/(00)06 liaised to WG RA just a few days before the WG RA meeting, following the decision taken by the 28th ECC meeting that ERC/DEC/(00)06 should be reviewed by WG RA. 

The 23rd WG RA meeting considered the relationship between the two Decisions and noted the following:

· The current Decisions for the equipment operating in the 900 and 1800 MHz bands cover only GSM equipment, while ERC/DEC/(00)06 covers IMT 2000 equipment. Therefore there is no overlap between the existing Decisions.

· The proposed new Decision on the 900 and 1800 MHz bands covers IMT equipment in these bands, and the proposed draft amended ERC/DEC/(00)06 covers IMT equipment in all IMT bands. Therefore, it seems that there is some overlap between proposed new Decision on the 900 and 1800 MHz bands and the proposed draft amended ERC/DEC/(00)06.

· Furthermore, the proposed draft amended ERC/DEC/(00)06 covers satellite IMT equipment and there might be some overlap with the two generic satellite Decisions (07)04 and (07)05. 
In the light of the above observations, WG RA invited RA PT 3 to develop a proposal concerning both draft Decisions to avoid any overlap between them as well as any overlap with the two satellite Decisions (07)04 and (07)05, without excluding the possibility of merging the new draft Decision on the equipment operating in the 900 and 1800 MHz bands and the draft amended Decision (00)06 into one Decision.

The ECC endorsed the approach taken by WG RA on the development of a new generic ECC Decision on the free circulation and use and license exemption of mobile terminals operating in the 900 and 1800 MHz bands and the revision of ERC/DEC/(00)06. 
Sweden supported the action, but sought clarification when the action is to be finished. The Chairman of WG RA clarified that it is assumed that RA PT 3 will finish the work by the next WG RA meeting, where the Decision will be sent to Public Consultation. ECC PT1 will be responsible for the remaining work.
8.8 Lessons learned from the current practical experience with the least restrictive technical conditions (LRTC) in the 3.5 GHz and 2.6 GHz bands
The Chairman of ECC PT1 provided a draft position paper on the lessons learned from the current practical experience with the LRTC in the 800 MHz, 3.5 GHz and 2.6 GHz bands to be taken into account for future LRTC development in other bands.

During the drafting of the position paper, ECC PT1 noted that that there is little information available from Administrations on the practical experience with the LRTC in the 800 MHz, 2.6 GHz and 3.5 GHz bands since these bands have recently been awarded or are in the process of being awarded. 
Due to this context, consequently, ECC agreed to extend for 18 months the collection of the lessons learned from practical experience with the LRTC in the 800 MHz, 2.6 GHz and 3.5 GHz bands. 

The analysis of the lessons learned from the current practical experience with the LRTC should also be considered in order to identify the most appropriate LRTC framework for the introduction of future technologies (other than GSM, UMTS, LTE, WiMAX) in 900/1800 MHz bands. 
It was also reported that the Commission did not intend to issue a Mandate on developing a BEM in the 900/1800 MHz band at this point in time. Triggers for such action would be new technology developments or a trend to substantially less demand for GSM. 

ECC agreed that since the EC Decision on 900/1800 MHz has just been revised to allow LTE and WiMAX and there has been little practical experience at 800 MHz, 2.6 GHz and 3.5 GHz with the current LRTC there appears no immediate need for development of LRTC in the 900/1800 MHz band. 
The Russian Federation expressed concerns about including LRTC (BEM) in more and more ECC deliverables, before gaining relevant experience. It has been responded that for similar applications similar regulation should be applied. 
8.9 Information on draft ECC report on the impact of unwanted emissions of IRIDIUM satellites on Radio Astronomy operations in the band 1610.6 - 1613.8 MHz
WG SE approved the new draft ECC Report 171 developed by SE PT 40 on measurements of IRIDIUM unwanted emissions falling in the radioastronomy band 1610.6 ‑ 1613.8 MHz for Public Consultation. The draft ECC Report complements the already published ECC Report 112. It contains a description of the new equipment used for measurements, the new calibration procedure, the direct static analysis results for all frequency channels and the epfd dynamic simulation results limited to the best and worst case RAS channels. The data loss is close to 100% in all cases. It also describes solutions on both the IRIDIUM and RAS to improve compatibility.

The ECC noted that, since the ECC Report is referenced in the ECC/DEC/(09)02, there may be a need to update this ECC Decision. WG SE is invited to liaise with WG FM on that matter once the ECC Report is finally approved for publication. 
8.10 Information on the spectrum requirements for Broadband DA2GC
ECC had tasked WG FM to consider further the spectrum requirements for Broadband DA2GC systems. The Chairman of WG FM introduced the outcome of the considerations during the latest meeting which had shown that an amount of spectrum of 2 x 10 MHz for FDD or, in case of TDD, 20 MHz is required.

However, these considerations are still preliminary and it might be necessary to come back to that issue in the future.

It was also indicated that not only the ETSI request is currently under study but also an alternative approach that had been submitted to WG FM. It was mentioned by France that for this approach an assessment of spectrum requirement should be undertaken. This issue was also discussed during the ECC Steering Group meeting and the SG concluded that WG FM should inform ETSI about the ongoing process. The ECC SG also had the view that all interested companies should consider a membership in ETSI.

The Chairman of WG SE informed the meeting that a new Project Team (SE PT 44) had been established for Broadband DA2GC and this PT will closely cooperate with FM PT 48.

The meeting noted the preliminary conclusions as provided by WG FM. All interested parties were invited to contribute to the work on Broadband DA2GC.
8.11 Activities on Draft Mandate to CEPT on 169 MHz
The Chairman of WG FM introduced the activities which had been carried out within WG FM. Although the Mandate to CEPT has not been adopted so far within the European Commission, activities on that issue have started in order to provide the results as early as possible.
EC Counsellor informed the meeting that the EC had just send out the Draft Mandate on 169 MHz with the aim to approve it during the forthcoming RSCom meeting on 6th July 2011. He also thanked the ECC for starting the activities before the final adoption of the Mandate.
WG FM had adopted a questionnaire which was sent to the industry and the administrations by the Office. The analysis of the responses to the questionnaire will have to be taken into account for the development of the draft CEPT Report.

Based on the schedule of meetings of WG FM and the ECC and the prerequisites for the duration of the PC the final CEPT Report cannot be delivered in December 2011.
The following discussions were concentrated on a possible schedule how to respond to the draft Mandate, by taking into account that due to the WRC-12 the first WG FM meeting will take place in April 2012. 
It was discussed whether SRD/MG could be authorised to adopt the draft CEPT Report for Public Consultation. This was not supported because the CEPT Report could also lead to substantial changes in the regulation of the 169 MHz band.

After some discussion the meeting authorised WG FM to adopt the draft CEPT Report on the Mandate on 169 MHz for public consultation during its meeting in October 2011. Although the WG FM meeting will be after the RSCom meeting in October, this approach will be in line with the above mentioned delivery date for the draft CEPT Report subject to Public Consultation. This was confirmed by the EC Counsellor.

The final CEPT Report can only be considered by WG FM in April 2012 and adopted by ECC in May 2012. Because of this the final CEPT Report can only be delivered to the RSCom meeting in July 2012. Since this is not in line with the above mentioned delivery date for the final CEPT Report, it was agreed to inform the European Commission (ANNEX13). 
8.12 Amendment of ERC Decision (98)25 on “The harmonised frequency band to be designated for PMR 446”
The Chairman of WG FM informed the meeting that consideration of his group on the issue of continuous transmissions by certain types of PMR 446 equipment led to a proposal to amend ERC/DEC/(98)25. WG FM concluded that the amendment could be undertaken based on a proposal from ETSI to add a transmitting time limitation and/or functionality that would avoid unnecessary transmissions.

WG FM also noted that after the amended Decision is approved, it is expected that ETSI is going to consider the possible need to make relevant amendments to the harmonised standard EN 300 296. WG FM sent a liaison statement to ETSI giving information about the work plan with PMR446.

The ECC endorsed the action proposed by the WG FM. 

8.13 Information and guidance on draft amended ECC/DEC/(06)01 on “Harmonised utilisation of spectrum for MFCN including terrestrial IMT systems operating within the bands 1900 - 1980 MHz, 2010 - 2025 MHz and 2110 - 2170 MHz”

The Chairman of ECC PT1 informed on the progress made on the current revision of the ECC/DEC/(06)01 focusing on the further harmonisation of the frequency arrangements and on the investigation of suitable least restrictive technical conditions (LRTC/BEM) to be added to the amended ECC Decision. A draft amended ECC Decision was submitted to ECC for information (ECC(11)036 Annex06).

The ECC noted that the draft amended ECC/DEC/(06)01 was further improved on frequency arrangement and, considering the results of CEPT Report 39, technical conditions (LRTC/BEM) were further developed as new annexes 2 & 3 of the ECC Decision. ECC PT1 informed that a quite substantial amount of work still needs to be done in order to stabilise a draft amended ECC Decision for Public Consultation. Among the issues, which still need to be clarified are the applicability of relevant BEM for base stations and the requirements of BEM for Terminal equipment. The main debates are focusing on the 1900 ‑ 1920 MHz and possible consequences on FDD networks in operation. 

In particular, the implementation of this framework to stimulate commercial usage of 1900 ‑ 1920 MHz with less stringent in-band limits than those from CEPT Report 39 implies also some complexity due to the number of agreements between TDD and FDD operators that may be needed and due to the technical challenge that this may represent. ECC noted that technical conditions defined as in-band power limits for TDD blocks are constrained by TDD and/or FDD base station receivers selectivity/blocking and coexistence scenarios. 

Some comments were made on the applicability of the results of CEPT Report 39 in TDD bands that need to be further investigated and on the incompatibility of the stringent in-band limits in TDD bands with a mobile usage. It was mentioned that future mobile systems as LTE may not drastically change the complexity of the coexistence scenarios between TDD and FDD systems and the need to relax stringent in-band limits will still exist implying complex agreements to be implemented at national level. The ECC noted that the in-band limits as proposed in the draft amended ECC Decision are significantly lower than those from the current authorisations in the TDD bands. 

The EC Counsellor informed about the intention to discuss the 2 GHz issue at the next RSCOM in order to prepare the basis for an EC Decision on the harmonisation of the 2 GHz band for terrestrial systems capable of providing electronic communications services in the EU. 

Further to discussion, the ECC agreed to focus the development of harmonisation measures by implementing results of the CEPT Report 39 in the FDD frequency bands only (i.e. 1920 ‑ 1980/ 2110 ‑ 2170 MHz) and to carefully investigate further solutions for efficient usage of both TDD bands (1900 ‑ 1920 and 2010 ‑ 2025 MHz). Moreover, ECC invited ECC PT1 to provide a recommendation to ECC on the development of the amended ECC Decision on technical conditions either for the FDD band only or, with additional delays, for the FDD and TDD bands. 
The ECC informed the European Commission on its ongoing investigations on implementation of technical conditions in 1900 ‑ 1920 and 2010 ‑ 2025 MHz frequency bands (ANNEX14) and considered that other initiatives may be premature.

Statement of the Russian Federation:

The Russian Federation expressed concerns on approach taken by ECC PT1 with respect to the ECC Decision (06)02 for 2.1 GHz. The reason for concerns is that BEM approach proposed for this band is not mature, due to:

· there is no result of application of BEM in other bands;

· there is no possibility for administration to check compliance with the BEM;

· the BEM for the band 2.1 GHz is calculated for 5 MHz bandwidth block and does not apply to the 10 and 20 MHz bandwidth used by the evolving IMT technologies; 

· border coordination issues when BEM applies was not assessed.

8.14 Preliminary results of compatibility studies between radars and the mobile service at 2.7 GHz

The Chairman of WG SE presented the progress of the study on compatibility between the mobile service in the band 2500 ‑ 2690 MHz and the radiolocation service in the band 2700 ‑ 2900 MHz (SE21_16). 

As requested by the ECC, WG SE agreed on a document (Annex 1 to ECC(11)033) which collects the preliminary results of the study on the impact of mobile service transmissions on radar receivers. It also provides elements on the possible mitigation techniques. This document was endorsed by the ECC and will be used by the ECC Chairman in his report to the RSCom.

Belgium proposed that the ECC develops a liaison statement to ETSI to ask for a reduction of the unwanted emission levels in the spurious domain in the harmonised standards applicable to mobile systems in the 2500 - 2690 MHz band. After discussion, it was felt too early to convey this message to ETSI. WG SE is requested to inform ETSI about the results of the study at the next WG SE meeting in October 2011. In the meantime, the Chairman of WG SE was tasked to provide information that can be used by the ETSI liaison officers to ECC and WG SE in their report to ETSI ERM.

Concerning the impact of radar transmissions on mobile receivers, it is expected that all the elements will be available during the summer to complete the work in due time. 

The draft ECC Report is expected to be completed in time for the next WG SE meeting.
9 Report from RSCOM, RSPG and TCAM
The EC Counsellor reported from related ongoing activities. 

Concerning RSC the next meeting will take place on 6th July. At that meeting the Commission intends to seek the opinion of the Member States on the draft EC Decision on SRR. Due to the urgency of the issue this action will not be delayed to any later meeting. The RSC will also give its opinion on the Mandate to CEPT regarding the 169 MHz band. He informed the group of the Commission's intention to draft a Commission Decision on the 2 GHz band. In particular, it will be necessary to ensure a better utilization of the unpaired bands. A study to complement CEPT Report 39 will be launched shortly by the Commission and has the aim to investigate socioeconomic aspects of the options for the 2 GHz band. Other areas of discussion at the RSC will be GSM-R, the review of the EC Decision on SRDs, PPDR and MCA.

Concerning the work of the RSPG he noted the adoption of the report on Infrastructure Sharing. With regard to recent events he informed the group about the spectrum workshop as part of the Digital Agenda Assembly, which discussed the topics of energy efficiency (smart grids), eHealth and intelligent transport. Finally he gave an update on the progress being made in Council and European Parliament on the adoption of the RSPP.

In response to a question from the French administration regarding the topic of 2 GHz MSS in the COCOM, he explained that the Commission is working on a framework for coordinating national enforcements in order to address shortcomings with regard to wide spread availability of 2 GHz MSS services. Discussions in COCOM have started and the Commission will count on support from the Member States to achieve deployment of services.

10 Report from ETSI
The ETSI liaison officer, Mr Marcello Pagnozzi, reported from the current work of ETSI in relation with the ECC work.

He provided information on recent activities (ECC(11)INFO15) for a number of Technical Bodies (which are receiving growing interest from ETSI members and the external community as main stakeholders in the respective fields). Information on past and future Workshops and events was also provided. Furthermore information from last ETSI General Assembly was presented, especially on the new Director-General Mr Luis Jorge Romero Saro and the ETSI Board to be elected in Cannes, Nov 2011. 

Additionally in a dedicated annex, all active Work Items present in the TC RRS work programme are detailed, to support the discussion had during the meeting. 
ETSI also provided an overview on SRDocs and Standards in development and/or finalisation.

It was agreed to exchange information among the two bodies on the desktop sharing tool used in both organizations and possible developments, during the ECC ETSI coordination meetings.

The Chairman of WG SE thanked ETSI for the information provided in ECC(11)INFO15 and informed the meeting about the creation of a new WI SE_11 in order to formalise and improve the monitoring of ETSI Harmonised Standards under development in relation to ECC activities.

11 Work programme of the ECC and its subordinate bodies
As a result of ECC TG5 the ECC reviewed the work programme data base (WPDB) with the aim to update the content. The ECC Chairman informed that he invited the chairmen of the subordinate groups to update the WPDB in advance to this ECC meeting. This has been done at the most recent meetings of all subordinate groups.
The chairmen of the subordinate groups introduced their work programmes (ECC(11)031 Section 9.1, ECC(11)033 Section 4, ECC(11)033 Annex 02 and ECC(11)036 Annex 05). 
Two administrations proposed to prioritise ECC’s Work Items (WI’s). However, the majority did not support this approach. In general, already ECC’s Strategic Plan (approved only one year ago) shows to the interested public what is of importance for the ECC. 
An in-depth discussion took place on the way how the review could be done best.

After a considerable debate the ECC invited the subordinate groups to

improve the information content of the WPDB in terms of the expected output of a WI
-
include the origins of the WI
-
review and evaluate the WI also in the light of contributions received at previous meetings 
of the responsible groups.
It was stressed that one step to improve ECC’s efficiency is to review the procedure to include new items in the work program. It is expected that after the finalisation of this step the WPDB is aligned to the tasks of the ECC appropriately.

12 Matters related to European Communications Office, ECO
12.1 New website
The Director introduced ECC(11)048, noting that it gave details of how ECC members and others could give feedback to the Office about the new website. The Office was seeking to resolve some bugs with the site’s operation within the supplier’s warranty period. The Chairman invited the delegates to communicate identified bugs immediately to the Office in order to resolve as many of them as possible within the suppliers warranty period. 
The website included a feature for administrations to nominate a ’Head of Delegation’ for each ECC entity, which gave rights to approve access to protected documents of that entity (’Group Membership’). The Office would shortly write to ECC List B1 (List A where there are gaps in List B1) inviting nomination of ”Heads of Delegation” for each ECC entity on the website.

The Office expected that, when the website had fully replaced the existing site, some 2000 to 4000 users would be registered with the portal; to date only about 600 had done so. On 1st July, as scheduled, the new site would become the only one which was updated, and the only one carrying current meeting documents and event calendar. This should accelerate the rate of sign-up. The Office would close the old site from 1st October, and the old meeting document area would be converted to an archive.

In response to questions, the Director confirmed that the existing website would support handling of the following week’s CPG meeting up to and including its last day on 1st July. He also understood that people who had obtained ‘Group Membership’, i.e. the ability to download protected documents, would automatically receive an e-mail when new documents were uploaded to the server (post-script note: this is presented as an option to users).

The Director then drew attention to ECC(11)INFO12, which gave an update of developments in Electronic Working Methods facilitated by the Office. The Office routinely reported in this way to WG RA, and the Chairman agreed that some form of reporting to ECC would be necessary in future, after WG RA’s closure in September.

The meeting discussed the future use of the software tool for electronic meeting participation in meetings. Delegates stressed the benefits of maintaining commonality with platforms used by other organisations, especially ETSI and ITU.
12.2 Report from Council Meeting – May 2011
Referring to ECC(11)049, the Director gave a brief summary of the main points of the May ECO Council meeting which were relevant to the ECC. This included a discussion of the Office’s environmental impact, one aspect of which was its extensive travelling. In that respect it was substantially tied to the ECC’s pattern of work and demands.

Therefore the Office faced similar logistical requirements as the member administrations. These issues had been discussed in the ECC SG Think Tank and ECC Steering Group over the last two to three years, and featured in current debates about ECC structure and work organisation. The Director reported that ECO Council members had commented on the fact that not all CEPT members were parties to the ECO Convention, and this made them particularly reluctant to consider making significant additional investments where these were aimed at reducing costs across the CEPT membership.
12.3 ECO work programme 2012

The Director presented ECC(11)050, a preliminary sketch of the Office Work Programme for 2012. It had been presented to the ECO Council and the ECC Steering Group in May, and was presented to the ECC for information, with comments invited to be given to the Office. As usual, the Office staff would develop the Programme over the remaining period up to the autumn Council meeting in November, taking particular account of the emerging plans of the Working Groups and Project Teams.
In 2011 the last ECC meeting would come after the Council meeting. However the relevant ECC Steering Group meeting would come beforehand which would at least give the chairmen an opportunity to respond to what would by then be a mature proposal.

The sketch 2012 plan was broadly similar to the 2011 pattern, although there were several differences noted in the Document. The programme did not take account of any structural reform which may be considered by the ECC following the proposals of TG5, except for some adjustments relating to WG RA, where change is quite widely anticipated. On the other hand the extent of change reflected in the plan was not so large, because the ECC TG5 proposals suggested a significant element of substitution of ECO work for that of WG RA, where the Office already gave significant support.

The Director confirmed that further adjustments will be made to take account of the structural decisions taken at this ECC meeting. The meeting approved that the ECC Steering Group could advice the Office on behalf of the ECC.
12.4 ECO activities on research projects
The Document ECC(11)051 gave an update on this strand of work; notably in relation to the COST TERRA project, and a presentation made by the Office on ECC Report 169 (on spectrum trading) at an academic conference.

The ECC Steering Group had endorsed the Office’s proposal (itself based on earlier input from the ECC SG) to concentrate more on deepening relationships with the projects most relevant to the ECC’s work programme, rather than widening its scope. The Director noted that the engagement with COST TERRA may provide a good example of how to do this.

The meeting endorsed the Office’s approach. Sweden supported this and asked whether the proposed categorisation was based on prioritisation. The Director confirmed this, priorities being where there is a potential relevance to the ECC’s active strands of work. The Chairman agreed with that position, and asked that the document be conveyed to Working Groups, Correspondence Groups and SE PT 43.
13 Remaining issues from the CPG, WG FM, WG RA, WG SE, WG NaN, ECC PT1 (IMT) 
WG SE

The remaining issues from WG SE are covered in ECC(11)033. The Chairman of WG SE highlighted the following items:

· Approval for public consultation of the draft ECC Report 170 developed by SE PT 24 on the compatibility studies on specific UWB Applications in the bands 3.4 - 4.8 and 6 - 8.5 GHz (Location Tracking Applications for Emergency Services (LAES), location tracking applications type 2 (LT2) and location tracking and sensor Applications for automotive and transportation environments (LTA)). The results of the report were taken on board by FM PT 47 thanks to the close cooperation between SE PT 24 and FM PT 47.

· Considering the requests from WG FM and FM PT 48 for sharing/compatibility studies on Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground Communications (DA2GC), WG SE agreed to create a new Project Team (SE PT 44) under the Chairmanship of Mr Stefan Bach (D) to perform these studies. SE PT 44 is invited to cooperate closely with FM PT 48 and to arrange their meetings in the same location in sequence.

· The Chairman of WG SE informed the meeting about an exchange of emails with the R&TTE CA Chairman in order to improve the cooperation between the various groups in particular for the development of guidance to notified bodies. He also informed the meeting about the positive feedback expressed by the R&TTE CA about the elements already provided by WG SE about possible regulatory misinterpretations by notified bodies.

· The meeting was informed about the SEAMCAT TG work towards the release expected for the end of summer of a new release of SEAMCAT (version 4). 

WG FM

The Chairman of WG FM introduced Annex 04 to ECC(11)031 containing the list of active ERC/ECC Recommendations and the conclusion of WG FM to abrogate some of them. He explained that in accordance with the RoP a working group is allowed to abrogate an ECC Recommendation but that some of the ERC/ECC Recommendations were approved by the ECC. Therefore WG FM is seeking confirmation from the ECC that also such ERC/ECC Recommendations could be abrogated. 

The ECC endorsed the proposal to abrogate the following ECC Recommendations: T/R 25-06, T/R 20-09, ERC/REC 21-17, ERC/REC/(00)02, ERC/REC/(00)03, ECC/REC/(02)07, ECC/REC/(02)08, ECC/REC/(02)10.

He also introduced Annex 05 to ECC(11)031 containing the List of ECC Decisions for the regular review process with latest conclusions of WG FM on necessary actions (Retain, Revise or Abrogate) and the date for this actions. 

France suggested that Annex 1 to the list could be made available at ECO web server as it contains useful information. The Chairman of WG FM explained that this information has not been verified yet and it is better to further consider the issue of clustering of ECC Decision in order to improve the area of presentation, which is harmonized by ECC Decisions. After some further discussion it was concluded that WG FM could work further in this direction. 

WG RA

The ECC noted that WG RA:

· Approved for Public Consultation a new draft generic ECC Decision on “Exemption from individual licensing of digital terminals of narrowband or wideband PMR/PAMR/PPDR systems and free circulation and use of digital terminals of narrowband or wideband PPDR systems operating in the 80 MHz, 160 MHz, 380-470 MHz and 800/900 MHz bands”.

· Approved ECC Report 169 on “Description of practices relative to trading of spectrum usage rights”.

· Reviewed draft RIS model implementations of ECC/DEC/(09)02, ECC/DEC/(09)04, ECC/DEC/(11)02 and ECC/REC/(11)01 by other ECC entities and invited the Office to publish them on the ECO Documentation Database.

WG NaN

The plenary noted the report of WG NaN.

ECC PT1

ECC PT1 highlighted the ongoing activity in relation with cross border recommendations and informed ECC that the ECC/REC/(02)10 could be withdrawn. ECC endorsed the current activity and noted the withdrawing of ECC/REC/(02)10. 

ECC was informed that ECC PT1 provided information to WG FM and FM PT 48 on the frequency arrangements under development for the 3.4 ‑ 3.6 GHz frequency band and on further work that is needed within ECC PT1 for the investigation of the suitability of the current BEM (as referred in ECC/REC/(04)05) for IMT systems with large bandwidths that are expected in this band.

CPG

The CPG Vice-Chairman, Mr Steve Bond (G) reported that CPG had not met since October 2010. However, CPG Project Teams have been very active, particularly in the development of Briefs and ECPs, and activity related to the CPM meeting.

ECC noted that the next meeting of CPG will take place the 27th June to 1st July in Oxford. The first set of ECPs will be adopted at this meeting. Late ECPs will be adopted, together with the final Briefs, during the last CPG-12 meeting which will be held from 1st to 4th November in Romania.

He explained that, in relation with Agenda Item 1.17, CEPT and RCC developed a framework agreement that administrations can use as a starting point for bilateral discussions between CEPT countries wishing to operate mobile service in the band 790 ‑ 862 MHz and RCC countries operating ARNS in order to reach bilateral agreements in time before WRC-12. The Chairman reminded participants of the importance that the involved countries complete these co-ordination activities.
13.1 Contribution to ITU-R WP5D on frequency arrangements for 3.4 - 3.6 GHz
The Chairman of ECC PT1 informed the meeting about an input contribution (Annex2 to ECC(11)036) to ITU-R WP5D to inform on the frequency arrangements for 3.4 - 3.6 GHz. 
The ECC endorsed the contribution to ITU-R WP5D.

13.2 ECC PT1 proposal to WG FM to identify possible use in the duplex gap (3.49 - 3.51 GHz) of the 3.4 - 3.6 GHz FDD band plan
ECC PT1 mentioned that during the discussion on the draft new ECC Decision (11)HH, a number of (mostly technical) elements were identified, which should be studied by ECC PT1 to further develop the underlying technical usage conditions associated with the draft new ECC Decision. In particular, concerning the frequency arrangement for the 3.4 - 3.6 GHz, one of the two band plans is a FDD band plan with the following duplex gap 3.49 - 3.51 GHz. It is the view of ECC PT1 that the identified work item to analyse the potential for harmonised usage of the duplex gap by other applications should be managed by WG FM in cooperation with ECC PT1.

One administration supported the launch of this activity without delay. Nevertheless, taking into account the previous discussions in relation with the approval of the ECC/DEC/(11)HH for Public Consultation, ECC invited ECC PT1 to provide, further to its resolution meeting of comments from the PC, relevant information to the next WG FM for the launching of the WI. 
The comments from the PC on the draft new Decision on the 3.5 MHz band shall be taken into account by WG FM beforehand assessing the identification of the possible use in the duplex gap (3.49 - 3.51 GHz).

13.3 Experiences gained on the application of the Term “Terrestrial radio applications capable of providing electronic communications services” (TRA-ECS) in EFIS

The Chairman of WG FM informed that the EFIS/MG assisted by the Office provided a report to WG FM on the use of the searchable application term “TRA-ECS”. WG FM was unable to draw any conclusions from the presented material due to the different way of using this term by administrations as well as the fact that a limited number of administrations used this term so far. WG FM decided to proceed further with this activity and the Office was requested to provide another report in about one year. 

Germany was of the view that there is no need for further consideration of the issue as it could be done in line with the usual activity of the EFIS/MG. France expressed its support to the further consideration of the usage of the term “TRA-ECS”. A few Administrations raised concerns about the risk of losing information provided by EFIS with the usage of this term without additional information in layer 2 and 3. 
The ECC decided that the EFIS/MG should further consider the result of the report from the Office with the aim to identify the need for further guidance to Administrations concerning the appropriate use of the term “TRA-ECS”. 

14 Contacts and co-operation with outside bodies

14.1 ECC-US-IC consultation (during CPG in Oxford)
The Chairman provided information on the forthcoming cooperation meeting with the North Americas in Oxford as well as the draft agenda (ECC(11)028). He invited also for suggestions and amendments. 
14.2 Femto Forum

On behalf of the Femto Forum, Mr Stephen Priestman took the opportunity offered by the Chairman to introduce his organisation a bit more detailed. He thanked the ECC members for adopting the LoU with the Femto Forum, which he believed to be the start of an important relationship.

He briefly outlined the remit of the Femto Forum and the rapid progress made in Femtocell deployments around the world. A significant milestone had recently been reached where there were now more 3G femtocells deployed than 3G macrocells. It was expected that this rapid growth would continue since femtocells were an obvious choice for traffic offload, as well as offering benefits in extending the coverage of mobile broadband networks.

The Femto Forum was active in the development of next generation femtocells, including LTE, and extending the use of femtocells to enterprise and public environments. The Femto Forum looked forward to a fruitful collaboration with the ECC, which has been echoed by the Chairman, who expressed his gratitude on the participation the Femto Forum and is looking forward to cooperation with the Femto Forum within the framework of the ECC.
The presentation has been made available as INFO14. 

15 Presentations 

15.1 IMT Workshop

The ECC meeting had reserved one timeslot for two presentations on behalf of the WP5D Regional coordination team, responsible for the conduct of workshops on “Perspectives on future Mobile Broadband: IMT for the Next Decade” within Region 1.

Mr Peter Scheele (BNetzA) presented the overall schedule of ITU-R WP5D activities on the work towards a new ITU-R Report entitled “Analysis and assessment of global broadband wireless services and marketplace for IMT”. 

In support of this work, ITU-R is holding a series of ITU regional workshops in 2011 on the perspectives on future MBB: IMT for the next decade. The first workshop had already been held in Bangkok for APT, another one will be held for Region 2 close to a CITEL meeting. In Region 1, presentations will be held at meetings of all sub-regional groups (ATU, ASMG, RCC and CEPT). In his presentation, he gave some background information on IMT, addressed then some recent developments regarding new applications and changes in user behaviour, that are responsible for the dramatic increase in data volume in mobile broadband networks.

The information gained from the regional workshops and contained in the new ITU-R Report shall provide a sound basis of market and traffic figures for further work in ITU-R, including the preparation of the draft agenda for WRC-15/16.

Mr Cengiz Evci (UMTS Forum), presented a summary of information on key trends and Mobile Traffic Forecasts for the year 2010-2020, based on a report by the UMTS Forum published in January 2011.

The presentations are provided in ECC(11)INFO07 and ECC(11)INFO10. 
A very lively discussion followed after the presentations in which several key issues were highlighted.
As the discussion progressed, it became clear that there is a general understanding that mobile traffic is growing, but also that a significant amount of work is required to fully understand and apprehend the topic, especially for questions relating to spectrum.
