Mr.Kholod,
ETSI ATTM-AT3 previously responded to a request from WGSE to provide SE43 with technical information on the system characteristics of cable headend receivers, so that such information could be used as the basis for an analysis (to be performed by SE43) on the issue of WSD interference with such receivers.  In our previous LS we indicated that to our knowledge there did not exist published standards on such receivers, and that we were launching an effort to draft such a standard based on a survey of equipment currently in use in the field.

Our original target was to provide this completed work in advance of the SE43 meeting in September.

While work is progressing on the draft TS, it is not complete, and time will unfortunately not permit its completion in advance of your September meeting.

Our plan and intention is to complete the collection and review of technical information from stakeholders during the month of September, culminating with a stable draft by 7 October.  We will then aim for WG and TB approval at the AT3 & ATTM meetings in late October.   Once approved, we will provide the TS to SE43 as quickly as possible so that it can be considered at your meeting in December.
