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1. Introduction

The web-meeting was held on 15th March 2015 using the GoToMeeting platform provided by the ECO and was attended by 26 participants.

The primary goal of the web-meeting was to prepare the 13th physical meeting of SE43 by considering some selected input contributions to that physical meeting. The draft agenda of the web-meeting is given in Annex 1.
2. Fixed maximum permitted power limits for WSDs
When introducing and discussing Documents SE43(12)11 and 19, from INdT and EBU, respectively, the following was observed:

· Section 2.3 of the working document towards the complementary report to ECC Report 159 on issues from Chapter 11 (“Report A1”) deals with the fixed (cap) values for maximum permitted power of WSDs.

· These fixed (cap) power limits can be either set by the hardware or software (database) as discussed in the same section.

· When these fixed (cap) values are derived on the basis of the incumbent service protection requirements, in particular, those related to the DTT protection, the limiting factor will be the overload threshold of the DTT receiver. Therefore, the so derived fixed (cap) power limits are independent on the location probability degradation, eventually adopted by an administration.

In view of the above, the following actions are proposed:

(a) Annex 2 of Report A1, dealing with a method to derive the WSD maximum power limit based on overload threshold of the DTT receiver, should be revised such that the location probability degradation is removed from the discussion. 

(b) The calculated values provided in Annex 2 of Report A1 need to be checked to exclude some possible calculation flaws as pointed out in Document SE43(12)11. 

(c) The proposed revisions to Annex 2 of Report A1 given in Document SE43(12)19 should be a starting point for the required revisions.

(d) The discussion on the need to include the location probability degradation into the derivation of the maximum power limits for WSDs, given currently in Annex 2 of Report A1, needs to be transferred (if it has not yet been done so) into Annex 5 of the working document towards complementary report to ECC Report 159 on Geo-location issues (“Report A2”).

Mr. Robson Domingos (INdT) will perform necessary changes in accordance with Actions (a)-(c). Mr. Walid Sami (EBU) will be responsible for Action (d).
3. Identification of common set of parameters to calculate location specific WSD power levels

The proposed revisions and amendments to Annex 5 of Report A2, given in Document SE43(12)10 from INdT, were found usefully and, therefore, endorsed by the web-meeting. However, it was noted that the proposed concluding part needs to be reconsidered.

Regarding Document SE43(12)20 from EBU the following should be noted:

· Proposed substantial revisions to Section 5 and Annex 5 of Report A2 aim to improve the clarity and correctness of the material flow in this annex. These changes were welcomed by the participants.

· The new proposed part of this annex dealing with the database management of WSD interference should become part of the main body of the report. In particular, Section 5.1.4 (Example of a translation process for the protection of DTT) could be a place for such discussion. Document SE43(12)18 from BBC should be also considered when a revision to section 5.1.4 is proposed.

· EBU is requested to submit a separate contribution (on 16th March 2012, end of the business day) that discusses the database management issues and eventually proposes changes to Section 5.1.4 of Report A2.

The web-meeting agreed with the modifications to the reference scenarios proposed in Document SE43(12)17 with a note that 

· the separation distances between an interfering WSD and a victim DTT receiver should be provided as a range rather than a fixed value,

· the separation distances considered typical for some countries could be indicated,  
· the modification should be provided to Annex 2 of Report A2 in a revised contribution SE43(12)17 (to be submitted on 16th March 2012, end of the business day).

4. Conclusion

Because of the time constraints it was not possible to consider all documents listed in the draft agenda of the web-meeting. The work will be continued at the physical meeting in Paris. 

However, the progress reached on other issues would certainly contribute to the efficiency of the 13th SE43 meeting.
