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	Summary

ETSI ERM TG28 is working on a SRDoc for Social alarms and alarms (SRDoc TR 103 056)  which describes in detail the specific requirements which are related to this (human) safety related applications.
The work in CEPT SE24 on WI23 (effective use of spectrum) related to the existing UHF band for SRD (863 MHz to 870 MHz) focuses on a more relaxed frequency allocation for SRD applications than it is recommended in ERC/REC 70-03 Annex 7 which is in contradiction to the importance of these applications due to the increased probability of interference.
Additional the growing demand of these application in the European Community was shown on the ECC WG FM Workshop on SRD during the 4-5 April 2011 at Mainz, Germany.


	Proposal

SRDMG is kindly asked to take the work in ETSI on the SRDoc TR 103 056 (Technical characteristics for SRD equipment for social alarms and alarm applications) during the discussions about “Future UHF spectrum for SRD, RFID, Smart Metering and Smart Grid applications” into account.

Furthermore the existing sub bands for social alarms and alarms, as recommended in ERC/REC 70-03, Annex 7, should be maintained to offer a frequency band which will not be blocked by less important and non safety related SRD applications.
