Liaison Statement to ETSI TC ERM (copy TG DMR) on PMR446


Dear Gabrielle,

During its 53rd meeting in Biel SRD/MG discussed the amendment of ERC Decision (98)25 to add a transmitting time limitation and functionality that will avoid unnecessary transmissions on PMR446 frequencies in line with the earlier Liaison Statement from ETSI TC ERM / ETSI ERM TG DMR.
We attach a copy of the proposed revision of ERC Decision (98)25 that will be submitted to WG FM for approval for Public Consultation.

Concerning EN 300 296 SRDMG members would like ETSI to consider revising the standard to ensure that its test method for Maximum Permitted Frequency Deviation is inclusive of tone signalling systems such as CTCSS or CDCSS.

SRDMG notes the proposed revision explicitly allows the use of tone signalling systems in PMR446 but does not recommend the use of scrambled signals.

Furthermore we note that a new requirement is that all PMR446 equipment must have a receiver and we would ask ETSI to consider what receiver performance, if any, should be specified. 

It is also requested that ETSI add an appropriate test method to EN 300 296 for VOX operation, as suggested by the ETSI TC ERM / ETSI ERM TG DMR liaison statement.
