	Summary
The forward of Rec 70-03 States: 

This Recommendation sets out the general position on common spectrum allocations for Short Range Devices

(SRDs) for countries within the CEPT. It is also intended that it can be used as a reference document by the

CEPT member countries when preparing their national regulations in order to keep in line with the provisions of

the R&TTE Directive.
Sub bands e2-4 make reference to ECC Dec(09)03 section 3 which refers that implementation of mobile/fixed communications networks in the band 790-862 MHz.
Unfortunately a number of customs agency’s appear to have taken this to mean that any radio microphone equipment which can operate in this band is now non conformant with Rec 70-03 and cannot be imported into their country even if it also operates in the 863-865MHz or below 790


	Proposal
To either:
Add a statement in annex 10 that radio microphones can operate in the 790-862MHz band until the actual implementation of mobile /fixed networks and even after that implementation, equipment which is also capable of operating below 790 or 863-865MHz is still in conformance with Rec 70-03.
