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	Summary

Following publication of amendment to ERC Decision ERC (01)17, ULP-AMI communication systems have been recognized as operating in the 401-406 MHz band “on a secondary basis to meteorological radio services” and protected from short range device applications.
Medtronic is of the view that ULP-AMI communication systems operating in the 401-406 MHz band are not considered as short range device applications and further suggests removing the frequency band 401-406 MHz from annex 12 of recommendation ERC/REC/70-03.


	Proposal

SRD/MG is invited to consider Medtronic proposal as expressed in this document and to consider removing the frequency band 401-406 MHz from annex 12 of recommendation ERC/REC 70-03. As such, it should also be considered to remove this frequency band from the 5th update of the technical annex of the EC Decision on short range devices accordingly and should therefore be included in the list of “proposed changes” in the 5th CEPT Report in Response to the EC Permanent Mandate on the ”Annual update of the technical annex of the Commission Decision on the technical harmonisation of radio spectrum for use by short range devices”.



During its 30th meeting in Kazan (Russian Federation), ECC adopted the amended version of ERC Decision ERC(01)17, subsequently published on 9th December 2011. This amended ERC Decision ERC (01)17 addresses “Harmonised frequencies, technical characteristics and exemption from individual licensing of Ultra Low Power Active Medical Implant (ULP-AMI) communication systems operating in the frequency band 401 - 406 MHz on a secondary basis”. 

Decides 1 of this amended ERC Decision stipulates “to harmonise the use of the frequency band 401 - 406 MHz for ULP-AMI communication systems on a secondary basis to meteorological radio services”. 
Decides 4 of the amended ERC Decision provides for the following “that protection of ULP-AMI communication systems from short range device applications shall be ensured in the 401-406 MHz frequency band”.

The above Decides reflect a conflict in status between the amended ERC Decision ERC(01)17 that provides secondary status for ULP-AMI communication systems operating in the band 401 – 406 MHz with protection from short range device applications while the current listing of bands in Annex 12 of recommendation ERC/REC 70-03 is on the basis of no interference and no protection.
SRD/MG is requested to consider the removal of sub-bands a), a1) and a2) from Annex 12 of ERC/REC 70-03 and to subsequently request proposal of removal from the 5th update of the technical annex of the EC Decision on SRD in the 5th CEPT response to the EC Permanent Mandate in the action list of the ”Annual update of the technical annex of the Commission Decision on the technical harmonisation of radio spectrum for use by short range devices”.
Such request does not exclude a priori consideration for using these bands in the future for short range device applications but compatibility studies would be required to prove compatibility to radiosondes and ULP-AMI communication systems before acceptance.
