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	Summary

The recent revision of Decision ERC (01)17, supported by the meteorological community, aimed at providing ULP-AMI an improved status in the 401-406 MHz band under the Mobile Service and not consider these applications as SRD anymore.
This improved status is not consistent anymore with the fact that these applications are considered within ECC Recommendation 70-03 and within EC Decision on Short-Range Devices that both present risk of confusion and threats on leading to considering the 400.15-406 MHz band as a “generic” SRD band.

· To delete ULP-AMI from ECC Recommendation 70-03.

· To propose EC in the response to 5th mandate that ULP-AMI at 400 MHz needs to be deleted from EC decision 2006/771/EC and deserve a specific EC Decision consistent with revised Decision ERC (01)17
