Introduction

At its March 2012 meeting, WG SE considered document SE(12)007 dealing with the fifth update of the technical annex of the EC Decision for SRD. The following subjects were so far identified by WG FM for consideration in this updating process:

1) Improvement in the description of duty cycle / activity factors as discussed under current work item SE24_23, especially regarding the frequency range 863-870 MHz (it also relates to note 3 in annex 1 of ERC REC 70-03);

2) Check the consistency between the non-specific inductive limits with those for inductive railway applications and medical applications (coincides with entries 12b to 12e in ERC Recommendation 70-03);

3) Discuss the 17.1-17.3 GHz entry (currently wideband data systems) for non-specific SRD usage;

4) Discuss a possible broadening of the scope of (some) model control frequencies to also include other wireless controls;

5) Discuss the entry for 169 MHz social alarms, also seen under the scope of the 5th update (in addition to the 169 MHz mandate) and noting that an ETSI System Reference Document for alarms/social alarms is under preparation.

SE24 provided SRD-MG and WG FM with initial conclusions on the items listed above. This document provides updated status as agreed by WG SE in March 2012 with regard to items 1, 3, 4 and 5.

Description of duty cycle / activity factors (Item 1) 

With regard to item 1), WG SE noted this is linked with Work Item SE24_23 and Work Item SE24_42. It has to be noted that the draft ECC Report on spectrum efficiency for SRDs developed by SE24 was agreed to be sent to Public Consultation. Further activities will be undertaken in the framework of Work Items SE24_41 and SE24_42.

17.1-17.3 GHz entry (Item 3)
Administrations expressed concerns with regard to the compatibility with EESS and the Radiolocation Service. It was recognised that all available studies till now are based on calculations performed for GBSAR not including the assessment of the cumulative effect of these non-specific applications that may mainly affect the mentioned services. The two studies performed with regard to the EESS and the Radiolocation Service lead to consider very low density of SRDs making the interest of this band for non-specific applications very limited.

Annex 8: Broadening of the scope of model control frequencies (Item 4)
No information on applicable engineering studies was found. It is assumed that, if at all, they were conducted before creation of the ERO and hence no material is likely to be found in the ECO archive. It has to be noted that an interesting starting point could be T/R 20-04 which application scope was wider than just models but also allowing 100 mW. 
5.
Additional considerations
It has to be noted that a separate liaison statement was developed in order to provide the status of the work relating to the EC Mandate on 169 MHz within WG SE. WG FM may need to clarify if there is a need for studies relating to social alarm (item 5) in this frequency range.

In addition, WG FM may need to note that no comment was received on the draft ECC Report 176 on “The impact of non- specific SRDs on radio services in the band 57–66 GHz”, therefore it was agreed to publish the new ECC Report. A liaison statement was sent by SE24 to SRD-MG in December 2011 in order to provide additional considerations on the technical parameters to be considered while developing the appropriate regulations in the frequency range 57-64 GHz based on the information received from TM4 (see document SE(12)006).
WG SE would appreciate to know if additional support is needed with regard to the items listed above or in the framework of the 5th update of the EC Decision on SRDs.
