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	Summary

The 14th meeting of FM PT45 was held at the invitation of Croatian Post and Electronic Communications Agency (HAKOM), Split 28 – 30 June 2011.

The project team continued its work in the following areas:

· Preparation of a report on the possibilities for the future delivery of radio
· Preparation of technical parameters for future digital systems in Band II

· Review of spectrum requirements for PMSE and preparation of a report for WGFM wireless microphones

· Maintaining the WI95revCO07 and MA02revCO07 Plans

The FM PT45 work plan was also updated.


	Proposal

WGFM is invited to:

1. adopt the Draft ECC Report on “Possibilities for Future Terrestrial Delivery of Audio Broadcasting Services” for public consultation (Section 6) as provided in Doc FM(11)153.
2. adopt the Draft ECC Report on “Technical Supplement to ECC Report 141 - Future Possibillities for the Digitalisation of Band II (87.5 – 108 MHz)” for public consultation (Section 7) as provided in Doc FM(11)154.
3. note that three ECC deliverables relating to PMSE have been identified as requiring updating (Section 8):
· ERC Recommendation 25-1: Frequency ranges for the use of temporary terrestrial audio and video SAP/SAB links (incl. ENG/OB)

· ECC Report 002: SAP/SAB (incl. ENG/OB) spectrum use and future requirements
· ERC Report 42: Handbook on Radio Equipment and Systems Radio Microphones and Simple Wide Band Audio Links
4. consider a new work item to collate and summarise the regulatory procedures used by administrations in granting access to spectrum for PMSE with the objective to prepare an ECC Report on this subject (Section 8).
5. approve a proposal from the chairmen of FM PT45 and SRD/MG in respect of the liaison necessary between FM PT45 and SRD/MG on items relating to ERC/REC 70-03.  This being; ‘FM45 should deal with all PMSE however, as far as license-exempt PMSE applications covered by annex 70, or to be covered by annex 10, are concerned, FM45 should liaise closely with the SRDMG which is responsible for Rec. 70-03’.
6. note  the recent ECO activities in respect to the maintenance of the WI95revCO07 and MA02revCO07 Plans as reported in Section 9.
7. endorse the revised FM45 work plan as given in Annex 4.

8. note that this was the last meeting of FM PT45 to be chaired by Mr Nigel Laflin and that the project team has nominated of Mr Lindsay Cornell (BBC) for approval by WG FM as the next chairman of the group (Section 12).
9. note that the next (15th ) meeting will be on 15 – 16 November 2011 at the ECO, Copenhagen, where the meeting will focus on the spectrum requirements for PMSE.  All interested parties are encouraged to attend.

FM PT45 14th meeting

Venue:   Split 

28 – 30 June 2011

1.
Opening of the meeting

(1) The 14th meeting of FM PT45 was opened by Mr Nigel Laflin (UK), Chairman of FM PT45.


(2) Dr Dražen Lučić, Executive Director of the Croatian Post and Electronic Communications Agency (HAKOM) provided the opening address and extended a warm welcome to the delegates. He expressed, on behalf of his Administration, his pleasure in hosting the 14th meeting of FM PT45. He wished the delegates a pleasant stay in Split and a successful meeting and hoped that we would find the time to enjoy Split and Croatia.


(3) The Chairman expressed his gratitude to Dr Lučić for his opening address and warm welcome to Croatia, and to HAKOM for hosting the meeting and their kind invitation to the social event.

(4) The list of meeting participants is provided in Annex 2.


2.
Adoption of the Agenda

(1) The Chairman introduced the Draft Agenda, document FM45(11)256 Rev2, for adoption by the meeting.

(2) The Chairman noted that the draft supplemental Report to ECC Report 141 and the draft Report on the future delivery of radio where to be completed at this meeting in order to be submitted to WG FM in October 2011. If approved at WG FM the draft Reports will be put out to public consultation.


(3) Mr Le Devendec (ECO) advised the meeting that due to the time required for a public consultation of a draft Report FM PT45 will not be able to review any responses at their 15th meeting in November 2011. Therefore, there may be a requirement to hold a meeting of the Project Team at the end of the public consultation in order to address any points raised.  


(4) The Chairman reminded the meeting that FM PT50 is now the responsible Project Team looking at the future use of the Band 1452 – 1492 MHz. FM PT45 will continue to have an interest in the band in order to have an overview of actions required by the ECO in maintaining the WI95revCO07 and MA02revCO07 Plans, and to any developments that may pertain to PMSE.

(5) Mr Le Devendec noted that registration is now open for the first meeting of FM PT50 on 27 – 29 July 2011 in Copenhagen. All details can be found on the CEPT website on the FM PT50 page.

(6) The Draft Agenda was adopted and is provided in Annex 1.
3.
Report and actions from 72nd WG FM Meeting

The Chairman introduced document FM PT45(11)257, Extracts from the 72nd meeting of WGFM, Luxembourg. He highlighted the following items from WG FM:


i. WGFM noted that RSPG had adopted a draft Report on ‘The future of radio broadcasting in Europe: Identified needs, opportunities and possible ways forward’. Additional work is proposed to address concerns on spectrum requirements to allow for a non-multiplex based approach to digital radio such as DRM+ for local services, and the role of digital radio in a broader sense, including the economic aspects, impact of Internet radio, reception in cars, etc. 


ii. WGFM noted the further progress on the supplementary report on technical parameters for future digital systems in Band II, which now focus on sharing criteria and compatibility issues with FM services, and on the draft report on the possibilities for the future delivery of radio. It is anticipated that the completed draft reports will be submitted to the October 2011 meeting of WGFM.


iii. WG FM agreed to the proposal from FM PT45 to take the work forward on the study of spectrum requirements for PMSE by means of a review and possible revision of several existing ERC/ECC documents on this topic. In order to facilitate this task WG FM authorised FM PT45 to liaise directly with the relevant working groups in ETSI and with the CPG in considering the requirements of PMSE.  Furthermore, it was proposed that close liaison is necessary between FM PT45 and SRD/MG on items relating to ERC/REC 70-03 Annex 10. The chairmen of FM PT45 and SRD/MG are requested to make a proposal to the next meeting of WG FM on the best way to achieve this. Furthermore, WG FM agreed that FM PT45 should take the lead on PMSE spectrum matters in making a first assessment on what deliverables are needed.

iv. WG FM noted that SE7 will study the adjacent band compatibility between the mobile networks and PMSE (wireless microphones) in the 1800 MHz range.

v. WGFM noted the recent ECO activities in respect to the maintenance of the WI95revCO07 and MA02revCO07 Plans.
4.
Co-operation with other organisations

(2) No organisations requested the floor.


5.
Establishment of Drafting Groups to work on the activities under agenda items 6 to 11

(1) The Chairman thanked Mr Roland Beutler (SWR) and Mr Le Devendec for kindly agreeing to chair the respective Drafting Groups. The documents were attributed as detailed in Table 1. The full list of documents is provided in Annex 3.

Preparation of initial draft report on the possibilities for the future delivery of radio

(1) The Chairman reminded the meeting that the draft Report on the possibilities for the future delivery of radio had to be completed at this meeting of FM PT45. In Drafting Group 1 three contributions were introduced, FM45(11)260, FM45(11)262 and FM45(11)264.

(2) The contributions were integrated in to the working document to provide a final draft version of the report. This was presented to FM PT45 at the final Plenary and adopted by the meeting. The draft ECC Report on possibilities for the future terrestrial delivery of audio broadcasting services will be presented to WG FM at the 73rd meeting in October 2011.

(3) [Secretary’s note: For information only, the draft Report is attached at Annex 5. This Annex will be deleted when the draft Report is allocated a WG FM document number.]

7.
Preparation of technical parameters for future digital systems in Band II

(1) The Chairman reminded the meeting that the Draft Supplement to ECC Report 141also needed to be completed at this meeting. Two input contributions were introduced, FM45(11)259 and FM45(11)261 and were incorporated in to the draft Supplement.


(2)  The draft supplement was presented to FM PT45 at the final Plenary and adopted by the meeting. The draft technical supplement to ECC Report 141 will be presented to WG FM at the 73rd meeting in October 2011.


(3) [Secretary’s note: For information only, the draft Report is attached at Annex 6. This Annex will be deleted when the draft Report is allocated a WG FM document number.]



8.
Review of spectrum requirements for PMSE

(1) Mr Le Devendec introduced Document FM45(11)265 ECC deliverables relating to PMSE. From this, three ECC deliverables were identified as requiring updating:

i) ERC Recommendation 25-10 (Frequency ranges for the use of temporary terrestrial audio and video SAP/SAB links (incl. ENG/OB)) needs to be updated in order to reflect the latest revision of ERC Recommendation 70-03 with regard to the frequency range 790 – 862 MHz.

In order to avoid updating ERC/Rec. 25-10 each time Annex 10 of ERC/Rec. 70-03 is updated, a direct link between the two Recommendations should be implemented. Additionally, the list of available bands for mobile video links needs to be reviewed, particularly with respect to Notes 4 and 5 of the table (Recommended Frequency Ranges for use by Audio and Video SAP/SAB Links) given in Annex 2 to ERC/Rec. 25-10. In this table, the need for a list of preferred sub-bands should be assessed with respect to the current situation.

FM PT45 may need to review the output of the EBU survey (see Document FM45(09)58) in order to consider which material should be incorporated in to the above review.

ii) ECC Report 002 (SAP/SAB (Incl. ENG/OB) spectrum use and future requirements) - FM PT45 considered an initial proposal of a revision introduced in Document FM45(11)266_Rev1. FM PT45 will further consider this proposal at the next meeting in order to initiate the revision of this Report.

It was noted that this contribution focuses on the audio/sound aspects of ECC Report 002 and that there is a lack of participation in this activity from companies representing PMSE video services. 

iii) ERC Report 42 Handbook on Radio Equipment and Systems Radio Microphones and Simple Wide Band Audio Links - While discussing ECC Report 002 it was found that the characteristics given in ERC Report 42 may also need to be updated .


(2) In addition, the future of PMSE in the UHF band was discussed.  Two administrations reported on their approach in order to manage access to the spectrum for PMSE in Bands IV/V. Mr Vaughan John (UK) introduced Document FM45(11) Info 61, Statement on future access to interleaved spectrum for programme making and special events, which addresses access to spectrum for PMSE in Bands IV/V in the UK after digital switch over and the clearance of the 800 MHz band is complete. Mr Jeppe Tanderup Kristensen (Denmark) gave an oral report on the procedures applied in his Administration to PMSE in Bands IV/V.


(3) FM PT45 is of the opinion that there is value in administrations sharing information on their regulatory procedures to grant access to spectrum for PMSE, and therefore an ECC Report could be developed on this subject. FM PT45 propose to WG FM that a new work item to collate and summarise the regulatory procedures used by administrations to grant access to spectrum for PMSE be considered. This activity may need to be coordinated with the on-going activities in the Correspondence Group on cognitive radio systems (CG CRS) and the questionnaire related to the regulatory consideration of the protection of PMSE
 in the UHF band in a context of WSD (White Space Device) use.

(4) With regards to the special events, it was noted that there are two ECC Reports addressing this subjects (ERC Report 034 (Application guide and explanatory notes to support an application for the use of radio equipment at short term events) and ECC Report 044 (Guidance for radio usage at special events). FM PT45 is aware that there are some ongoing activities within WG FM on frequency management during sport events and will monitor developments as necessary.

(5) FM PT45 noted the on-going activities within SE7 (see Documents FM45(11)258rev1 and FM45(11)270) as follows:
· SE07_13 - Broadband Wireless Systems for 2300-2400 MHz. ECC report covering the two issues:

· compatibility studies between BWS and existing services in the band 2300 – 2400 MHz and in adjacent spectrum bands;
· development of appropriate measures to assist administrations in border coordination

· SE07_15 - Adjacent band compatibility between the mobile networks and PMSE (wireless microphones) in the 1800 MHz range. Guidance to SRD-MG in order to:

· clarify the adjacent band conditions around the 1785 MHz band edge (considering ERC Report 63)
· assess the potential use of the band 1800-1805 MHz by PMSE applications

(6) FM PT45 members interested in these activities are invited to follow the work of SE7 as they relate to SAP/SAB and ENG/OB.

(7) Mr Le Devendec introduced Document FM45(11)269, which provided an overview of activities on Agenda Item 1.5 of WRC12. FM PT45 noted this.


(8) As noted above there will need to be close liaison between FM PT45 and SRD/MG on items relating to ERC/REC 70-03 Annex 10, and the chairmen of FM PT45 and SRD/MG have been requested to make a proposal to the next meeting of WG FM on the best way to achieve this. Furthermore, the Chairman of FM PT45 should inform the Chairman of WG SE43 on the activities of FM PT45 with regard to PMSE.



9.
Actions required by the ECO in maintaining the WI95revCO07 and MA02revCO07 plans

(1) Mr Le Devendec introduced Document FM45(11)263 which provides an updated list of T-DAB contact points. Administrations are invited to check this list to ensure that it is up to date.


(2) Mr Le Devendec introduced Document FM45(11)268 which provides a report relating to the Maintenance of WI95revCO07 and Ma02revCO07 Plans. The meeting considered two points where the ECO was asking for guidance:

· Web pages relating to RRC-04/RRC-06: they should be still be available since it provides useful background information
· The ASCII97 format files, currently used for publication of the updated Plans, will be maintained on the old web site as Archive. FM PT45 may need to further consider the need for updating those files in the future. 

10.
Review and update of the FM PT45 work plan
(1) The revised Work Plan is given in Annex 4.


11.
Preparation of a progress report for the 73rd WGFM meeting, France
(1) The Chairman and Secretary will prepare a report on the progress of FM PT45 in accordance with the guidelines on the presentation of Project Team Reports.
12.
Any other business
(1) Mr Le Devendec introduced Document FM45(11)267 in response to the ongoing action point on the ECO to report on activities relating to the development of a Handbook on DTV by ITU-R Working party 6A. It was reported that no further progress was made at the last WP6A meeting. Mr Steve Ripley (UK) noted that the technical work is complete but the ‘binding’ text needed to be finished. It was hoped this would be completed at the next meeting of W6A.


(2) Mr Le Devendec advised the meeting that the new CEPT website was to go live on 1st July 2011. All documents for previous meetings would be stored as archive material. Mr Le Devendec then gave a brief demonstration of some of the functions of the new website, and reminded the meeting that in everyone had to define a profile in order to access groups. He requested that users report any bugs they find immediately to the ECO so that remedial action can be taken as soon as possible.


(3) Mr Le Devendec highlighted that the ECC is looking to promote the creation and use of Forum Groups as a working method. It was suggested at ECC that FM PT45 (or parts of its work) was a possible candidate to be converted to a Forum Group.


(4) As noted at the 13th meeting of FM PT45, the Chairman reminded everyone that this meeting was to be his last as Chairman of FM PT45. He introduced Mr Lindsay Cornell (BBC) as the next Chairman of the group, and this was agreed by FM PT45.


(5) The Chairman thanked FM PT45 and said that he had very much enjoyed chairing such a supportive and productive Project Team.

(1) The 15th meeting of FM PT45 will be:


· 15th Meeting: 15 – 16 November 2011. ECO, Copenhagen.



15.
Closure of the meeting
(1) The Chairman expressed his gratitude to the Croatian Post and Electronic Communications Agency for hosting the meeting and providing such excellent facilities and support to himself, the Secretary and the delegates of FM PT45.
