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	Summary: 

	The 36th meeting of WGFM PT 22 was held in Split, Croatia, 04 – 07 October 20110. On October 5th there was a joint meeting togetheer with RA PT 1. For the FM 22 meeting 58 delegates were registered and 14 for the RA 1 meeting. Some delegates registered for both meetings.
The following topics may be of interest for WG FM and some of its project teams:
· Block edge mask measurements
The meeeting thoroughly studied the comments of the public consultation regarding the draft Rec(11)06 and developed a revised version, see document FM(11)173. Mr. de Brito (Orange) participated in the meeting and explained his comments. A reply liaison statement to ETSI ERM was also drafted, see document FM(11)172.
· Frequency management during major events
A drafting group considered which aspects should be considered in a report on major events. The results have been informally sent to the Chairman of the WGFM CG on major events for further consideration. 
· Merger of FM 22 and RA 1
The joint meeeting was co-chaired by the chairpersons of FM 22 and RA 1. The draft minutes of the joinnt meeting are provided in document FM(11)171 Annex 1 for information. The meeting drafted the Terms of Reference of the new project team and proposes to name it ”FM 22 Monitoring and enforcemeent”. It was identified that the merger also requires a modification of the ToR of WG FM. The meeting accepted Ms Kati Heikkinen, so far Chairman of RA 1, as new Vice-chairman of the merged group.

· The new monitoring campaign on request of FM PT 46 is finalised. A finally reviewed report about the campaign will be sent to the Chairman of FM PT 46.
· The next meeting will be held 27 – 30 March 2012 at ECO in Copenhagen.
The Chairman would like to thank Ms Heikkinen and the other participants of FM 22 and RA 1 for their constructive co-operation during the meeting. He would also thank Mr. Silvio Rubli, Switzerland, who was serving as Vice-chairman for many years.
