5.495 Additional allocation: in Bosnia and Herzegovina, France, Greece, Liechtenstein, Monaco,

Montenegro, Uganda, Romania, Serbia, Switzerland, Tanzania and Tunisia, the band 12.5-12.75 GHz is also allocated to the fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile, services on a secondary basis.
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
