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	Summary: 

	France proposes some modifications to the new ToR of FM22.
Item 2: the modification proposes to better highlight the continuing monitoring aspect in the work of FM22.

Old item 4: while this item was necessary when the enforcement task was not within WGFM, this is not necessary any more with the merger of FM22 and RA1 within WGFM.

New item 4: this work item has been forgotten from the previous FM22 ToR and should be retained as this is still an important aspect of the FM22 task. Indeed, this deals with the agreement between administrations to give the possibility for one administration to carry out monitoring over its boundaries and this is currently used (in specific cases).

New item 7: this item is necessary to ensure consistency of liaisons with Notified Bodies, R&TTE CA and ADCO on technical aspects taking into account that WGSE has been tasked by the ECC to address difficult cases submitted by administrations and to submit informal guidance to the R&TTE CA and ADCO (see References 1 and 2).

	It is proposed that WG FM takes into account the proposed changes to the new ToR of FM22.

	Background:


	Project Teams FM 22 and RA 1 held a joint meeting on 5 October 2011. The joint meeting agreed on the proposal overleaf for the Terms of Reference of the new project team (document FM(11)171).


Terms of Reference for FM PT 22-new

The Project Team FM22 'Monitoring and Enforcement' is requested to:

1.
Investigate the use of radio spectrum for existing and planned radio services, including taking note of international recommendations and reviews such as European Common Frequency Allocation (ECA).

2.
Stimulate the co-operation between CEPT administrations in the field of enforcement and spectrum monitoring and the exchange of information in the field of staff training organisation, administrative and technical procedures.
3.
Develop common and coordinated monitoring and enforcement procedures and measurement techniques for fixed and field operations. 


4.
Develop typical agreements for cross-border activities.
5.
Benchmark enforcement from the regulatory and procedural points of view to provide ECC and administrations with background information on usage of radio equipment.

6.
Highlight practical issues including problems encountered in enforcement work, identify possible enforcement solutions and liaise with other relevant entities on these issues.

7.
Liaise with WGSE when any technical issue is at stake, in particular, in discussions with Notified Bodies, R&TTE CA or ADCO.
8.
Develop ECC deliverables regarding monitoring and enforcement issues.
