During the 60th meeting of WGSE in Tallinn, Estonia, 10th to 14th October, WGSE considered the “Draft WGFM Questionnaire On The Current Status Of DFS (Dynamic Frequency Selection) In The 5 GHz Frequency Range”.
As a result the meeting made the following observations:
· It would be useful for national administrations to provide additional information such as Radar type, operational pulse width and scanning patterns associated with the victim Radars identified in Question 1.

· It would also be useful for national administrations to make available any additional evidence (if available) that would provide a real time snapshot of the nature of the interference experienced on the radar screen or console.   

In addition WGSE would be happy to offer their services (if necessary) in analysing the impact of the responses received as a result of the questionnaire.
