WG SE would like, first of all, to thank ETSI TC ERM for its liaison statement from 6 July 2011, Document ECC/SE(11)075, seeking information on the plans of the ECC to review the existing spurious emission applicable to SRDs as a result of the switchover from analogue to digital broadcasting. In particular, the introduction of the mobile services in the band 790-862 MHz and a possible improvement in the broadcasting receivers’ performance were identified by ETSI TC ERM as opening possibilities for a revision of the unwanted emissions limits in the spurious domain that apply to the 470-862 MHz band.

WG SE discussed the request and observed the following:

· The revision to ERC/REC 74-01E on unwanted emissions in the spurious domain was recently approved for publication by the 58th WG SE meeting (January 2011, Cardiff);
· The band 790-862 MHz is co-allocated to the broadcasting service; 

· Some CEPT countries may continue using the band 470-790 MHz for its broadcasting services (both analogue and digital) longer than 2012, the year mentioned in the liaison statement from ETSI TC ERM. 

In view of the above, WG SE would like ETSI TC ERM to provide further information on the background for their request so that it can be properly addressed by the meeting.
