· Ireland does not intend to delete its name from RR footnotes.

· Liechtenstein proposes to delete its country name from footnote 5.495;
· France agreed to be withdrawn from the footnotes 5.397 and 5.362B;

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Draft CEPT Brief on agenda item 1.1 of WRC-12


Agenda item 1.1: Requests from administrations to delete their country footnotes or to have their country name deleted from footnotes, if no longer required, in accordance with Resolution 26 (Rev. WRC-07) 


Issue


Footnotes form an integral part of the Table of Frequency Allocations (Article 5) in the ITU‑R Radio Regulations (RR) and must be kept updated.  This agenda item promotes the updating of the Table of Frequency Allocations by requesting Administrations to actively review footnotes and to propose the deletion of their country footnotes or of their country names from footnotes, as appropriate.


Preliminary CEPT position


CEPT supports Administrations taking the initiative to review their footnotes and to propose the deletion of their country names or the deletion of country footnotes, if no longer required.  


This agenda item shall not be used for adding country names into footnotes unless in accordance with RES 26 (Rev. WRC-07).


Background


The examination of footnotes as expressed in agenda item 1.1 is a standing item on the agenda of WRCs. This item according to its naming only concerns the deletion of country footnotes or country names from footnotes. 

Discussion


Footnotes in the Table of Frequency Allocations should be clear, concise and understandable. They should relate directly to matters of frequency allocations rather than dealing with the operation of stations, assignment of frequencies or other matters. The Table of Frequency Allocations should include only those footnotes, which have international implications for the use of the radio-frequency spectrum. With regard to global harmonization of spectrum usage, footnotes referring to national issues should be avoided.


Footnotes are adopted by competent World Radiocommunication Conferences and any addition, modification or deletion of a footnote is considered and adopted by conference. 

Administrations should be aware that in deleting footnotes, implications on neighbouring countries, should be taken into consideration. Such deletion may require seeking agreement from administrations concerned.

In the time of WRC-07 study period at CPG meeting in 2006 it has been clarified that the addition of country names to footnotes is not allowed under Agenda Item 1.1 unless in accordance with ITU Resolution 26.  The 58th WGFM meeting agreed that the addition of country names to footnotes is not an issue that should be dealt with under this agenda item.


However WRC-07 considered proposals from some CEPT countries on inclusion their country name into footnotes.


It should be taken into account that in accordance to further resolves 1 of Resolution 26: “..any addition of a new footnote or modification of an existing footnote should be considered by a world radiocommunication conference only when:


a)
the agenda of that conference explicitly includes the frequency band to which the proposed additional or modified footnote relates; or


b)
the frequency bands to which the desired additions or modifications of the footnote belong are considered during the conference and the conference decides to make a change in those bands; or


c)
the addition or modification of footnotes is specifically included in the agenda of the conference as a result of the consideration of proposals submitted by one or more interested administration(s)..”

Activities within ITU-R


No activity is assumed before WRC-12. Administrations and organizations submit their proposals on Agenda Item 1.1 directly to WRC-12.

Actions to be taken


In line with agenda item 1.1 CEPT administrations should critically examine their country footnotes with a view as to whether they are still necessary in the existing form and, if possible, to propose the deletion of their country footnotes or of their country names from footnotes, as appropriate. 


In order to support this activity the CEPT Coordinator for this agenda item has produced a list of all the footnotes for CEPT countries as provided in Annex 1. 

For information, a table has been included in Annex 3 indicating which CEPT Countries are affected in footnotes that cross-reference footnotes in Annex 1.


For information, a list has been included in annex 4 indicating which CEPT Countries have indicated their intentions regarding the deletion of footnotes.  This table may also include the names of CEPT Countries that have indicated they will not be making any deletions.

Action 1:
Each CEPT country is requested to consider deletion of their country footnotes or their country name from footnotes and to inform the CEPT Coordinator of their intentions, even if the Decision is not to pursue any deletions.  This document will be updated as Administrations provide this information.

Administrations-Members of RCC support activity of ITU-R aimed at global harmonization of the use of radio frequency spectrum by the way of deletion of national footnotes or country name from the footnotes in Article 5 of the Radio regulations.


International organizations 


ICAO (August 2011)


To support the deletion of No 5.72 as access to these bands by the fixed service could create the potential for harmful interference to important radionavigation systems used by aircraft to navigate especially in the North Sea.


To support deletion of Nos. 5.181, 5.197 and 5.259, as access to these bands by the mobile service is not feasible and could create the potential for harmful interference to important radionavigation systems used by aircraft at final approach and landing as well as the aeronautical mobile service introduced as a result of WRC-03 and 07.


To support deletion of No. 5.330 .as access to the band by the fixed and mobile services could potentially cause harmful interference to services used to support aircraft operations.


To support the deletion of Nos. 5.362B and 5.362C as of 2011 in order to remove harmful interference that can be caused by the fixed service to essential aeronautical radionavigation satellite functions in the band 1 559 - 1 610 MHz and to permit the full utilization of GNSS services to aircraft on a global basis.


To support deletion of No. 5.439 as a measure to protect safety critical operation of radio altimeters in the band 4 200 - 4 400 MHz.

that footnotes are an integral part of the Table of Frequency Allocations in the Radio Regulations and, as such, form part of an international treaty text;

that footnotes to the Table of Frequency Allocations should be clear, concise and easy to understand;

that footnotes should relate directly to matters of frequency allocation;

that, in order to ensure that footnotes allow modification of the Table of Frequency Allocations without introducing unnecessary complications, principles relating to the use of footnotes are needed;


e)
that, currently, footnotes are adopted by competent world radiocommunication conferences and any addition, modification or deletion of a footnote is considered and adopted by the competent conference;


f )
that some problems concerning country footnotes may be resolved through the application of a special agreement envisaged by Article 6;


g)
that, in certain cases, administrations are confronted with major difficulties due to inconsistencies or omissions in footnotes;


h)
that, in order to keep the footnotes to the Table of Frequency Allocations up to date, there should be clear and effective guidelines for additions, modifications and deletions of footnotes,

that, wherever possible, footnotes to the Table of Frequency Allocations should be confined to altering, limiting or otherwise changing the relevant allocations rather than dealing with the operation of stations, assignment of frequencies or other matters;

that the Table of Frequency Allocations should include only those footnotes which have international implications for the use of the radio-frequency spectrum;

that new footnotes to the Table of Frequency Allocations should only be adopted in order to:

the addition or modification of footnotes is specifically included in the agenda of the conference as a result of the consideration of proposals submitted by one or more interested administration(s);

that recommended agendas for future world radiocommunication conferences should include a standing agenda item which would allow for the consideration of proposals by administrations for deletion of country footnotes, or country names in footnotes, if no longer required;

that in cases not covered by further resolves 1 and 2, proposals for new footnotes or modification of existing footnotes could exceptionally be considered by a world radiocommu​nication conference if they concern corrections of obvious omissions, inconsistencies, ambiguities or editorial errors and have been submitted to ITU as stipulated in No. 40 of the General Rules of Conferences, Assemblies and Meetings of the Union (Antalya, 2006),

Systems using HAPS in the band 31-31.3 GHz shall not cause harmful interference to the radio astronomy service having a primary allocation in the band 31.3-31.8 GHz, taking into account the protection criterion as given in Recommendation ITU‑R RA.769. In order to ensure the protection of satellite passive services, the level of unwanted power density into a HAPS ground station antenna in the band 31.3-31.8  GHz shall be limited to 106 dB(W/MHz) under clear-sky conditions, and may be increased up to 100 dB(W/MHz) under rainy conditions to take account of rain attenuation, provided the effective impact on the  passive satellite does not exceed the impact under clear-sky conditions as given above. NOTE with regard to deletion of country names from footnote 5.536B:


The frequency band 25.5 - 27 GHz was allocated to the Earth exploration-satellite service (space-to-Earth) on a primary basis at WRC-97. Additionally, footnotes 5.536A and 5.536B were added at WRC-97 and slightly revised during following Conferences. Footnote 5.536A is not relevant in the context of agenda item 1.1 of WRC-12 because it does not contain country names. However, it should be recognised that there is a factual link between both footnotes which results in a redundancy to some extent:


Footnote 5.536A ensures that earth stations in the EESS which have been operated so far or which will be operated in the future may not cause any negative impact on the fixed and mobile services in neighboured countries. The earth stations cannot interfere other radio stations because the band 25.5-27 GHz is a downlink band. Furthermore countries will - based on footnote 5.536A - not claim protection from stations in the fixed and mobile services in neighboured countries. Therefore a deletion of the country names from footnote 5.536B would not cause any negative impact on the protection of the fixed and mobile services.
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
