As far as possible the necessary actions and decisions to be taken at our meeting are outlined in these notes.  However, some of the Project Teams will be meeting shortly before our WG FM meeting and therefore, for those agenda items, these notes can only give a rough estimate of what we expect and some deviations are possible and likely.  Of course, these notes cannot cover every important subject which may come up during the meeting.

I would like to remind you that all input documents have to be sent in electronic form to the WG FM secretariat and will be placed on the ECO web page (under Meeting Documents for WG FM): http://www.cept.org/ecc/groups/ecc/wg-fm/client/meeting-documents.  A notice will be sent out by e-mail by the secretariat.  The ECO web site will therefore be used to provide you with all documents relevant for the meeting.  Please note that it is ECC policy that all documents should be publicly available unless the author of the document requires that the document be restricted to ECC family participants only.

3 EC Telecom Policy and follow-up

An update is expected on the ongoing work of the Radio Spectrum Committee (RSC) and Radio Spectrum Policy Group (RSPG), with possible consequences to the work of WG FM. Also an update on the  state of play with regard to the EC proposal on the first multi-annual Radio Spectrum Policy Programme will be provided.

4 Report from ECC Plenary

A Report from the ECC Plenary in Split/ Croatia from 20th to 24th June 2011 will highlight the outcome of the 29th ECC meeting and the issues of relevance to and actions for WG FM.

5.1  FM PT 22 (Monitoring)

FM PT 22 will report on the progress of studies. At the 71st meeting (31 January - 4 February 2011) WG FM adopted a new ECC Recommendation on Block Edge Mask compliance measurements for public consultation and during the 73rd meeting results of the public consultation will be discussed. It is expected that FM PT 22 will provide a revised version of the draft ECC Recommendation by taking into account the comments.
PT22 may also present for consideration of the WG FM draft Terms of Reference and a draft Work Programme of the merged PT22 and RA1 group. 
5.2 FM PT 44 (Satellite issues)

The progress report from FM44 to WGFM will be presented. WG FM will consider ongoing activity with respect to the Ka band in particular result of  collection information on BSS feeder links characteristics in the 17.3-17.7 GHz and the use by FS of the band 28.8365-28.9485 GHz.

PT44 will present there proposal on revising the ECC/DEC/(05)01 to take into account the result of the questionnaire and potentially the licence exemption and free circulation aspects and the outline of the draft ECC Report on Earth station on mobile platforms (ESOMP). PT44 also present there view on CGC in 1.6/2.4 GHz bands. 
Following the objection without motivation from the ECC to withdraw the ECC Recommendation (06)05 as agreed by WGFM in May 2011, WGFM will have to reconsider its proposal and to maintain or change it or to give back the issue to FM44.
5.3 FM PT 45 (Digital Broadcasting issues)PT 45 has finalised draft ECC Report on “Possibilities for Future Terrestrial Delivery of Audio Broadcasting Services” as well as draft ECC Report on “Technical Supplement to ECC Report 141 - Future Possibilities for the Digitalisation of Band II (87.5 – 108 MHz)” and during this meeting of WG FM will present these two reports. WG FM is expected to approve these reports for public consultation.

PT 45 also present there view on the need for update some ECC deliverables relating to PMSE and development new Report on regulatory procedures used by administrations in granting access to spectrum for PMSE.WG FM will also consider cooperation between PT45 and SRD/MG with respect of PMSE concideration.

WG FM should also consider the proposal of PT45 to apoint Mr Lindsay Cornell as a new chaiman of this project team as Mr Nigel Laflin will not be in a position to chair this project team in the future.
5.4 FM PT 46 (Maritime issues)

 The progress report from PT46 will be presented.  ECC gives guidance to the Working Group about possible candidates to be converted into Forum Groups and PT 46 was suggested one of such group.  Under this agenda item WG FM should discuss and should conclude on the future of Maritime Group.
5.5 FM PT 48 (Broadband DA2GC)

A Progress Report on the third meeting of FM PT 48 (13-14 September 2011) is expected. The Project Team will provide a view on the spectrum requirements for Broadband DA2GC (see also section 8.10 of the ECC#29 Minutes). FM PT 48 will also provide the outcome on the discussions on the “Category 1 bands”. WG FM will have to decide on the proposal to develop an ECC Report on Broadband DA2GC. WG FM also will decide on the proposals from the Project Team to add (1980-2010 MHz / 2170-2200 MHz) and to delete frequency bands (1670-1675 MHz / 1800-1805 MHz and others) from the list of candidate bands.
5.6 FM PT 49 (PPDR)

The progress report from PT49 will be presented. PT49 has made some conclution with respect to the PPDR demands and needs and invite WG FM to consider this conclusions. In particular matix in Doc. FM_11_170 Annex 3 should be discussed by WG FM. Based on this conclutions some guidence for concideration of PPDR application in L-band is proposed in LS to PT 50. WG FM is invited to endorse this proposed approach.

5.7 FM PT 50 (1452-1492 MHz)

The progress report from FM50 to WGFM will be presented (doc FM(11)134).
WGFM will concider the outline of the work of FM50 and the outline of the draft ECC Report on L-band developed and agreed by the PT50. Administrations are wellcome to comment on these outlines.
5.8 Short Range Devices / Maintenance Group

The progress report from SRD/MG will be presented. WG FM is expected to consider result of the public consultation with respect to the amended ECC Decisions (ECC/DEC(01)17 on ULP-AMI, ECC/DEC(06)04 on UWB) for approval to submit them to the ECC as well as ECC Recommendations (ECC/REC(11)09 on UWB LT2, ECC/REC(11)10 on UWB LAES) for approval to publish them. In addition result of the public consultation on new ECC/DEC(11)GG on withdrawal of some ECC Decisions  will be considered.
SDR/MG will present revision of Annex 3, Annex 5 and Annex 6 of ERC REC 70-03 seeking for adoption of these Annexes for public consultation procedure. SDR/MG will also present their view and analysis with respect to the removal of 5 GHz WAS/RLAN from the SRD family. This discussion was started at the last WG FM meeting and some important conclusion was reached at ITU-R SG 1 and WP1B meetings. WG FM is expected to conclude on this topic at this meeting.
SDR/MG will report on EC related activities. With respect to the response on EC Mandate to CEPT on 169 MHz it is expected that WG FM will approve for public consultation Draft CEPT Report 143. With respect to the permanent EC Mandate on SRD issues SDR/MG will report about ongoing activity and may ask WG FM to approve some liaison statements to ETSI and ECC entity. 
WG FM will also discuss the following issues:

· Future spectrum for SRD (updated UHF Roadmap to meet future spectrum for SRD and work item for impact analysis in this area are expected);
· DFS mechanism for 5 GHz LAN/WAN (draft questionnaire for adoption by WG FM is expected);
· Review 863-870 MHz (WG FM could finalise the discussion on this issue);  

· Revision of ITU-R Resolution 54 on SRD (statement to CPG is expected).
SRD/MG will also report about their findings on frequency bands for wireless industrial applications using technologies different from Ultra-Wide Band. Based on this report WG FM should conclude on relevant ETSI SRDoc (see item 6.3).
5.9 ECC PT1 (IMT matters)

The progress report from ECC PT1  to WGFM will be presented.  WG FM is invited to consider for approval for public consultation the revised ECC recommendation (08)02 dealing with frequency planning and coordination in GSM bands.
WG FM is also invited to note the draft revision of ECC DEC(06)01 on IMT-2000 in 2.1 GHz frequency range as well as to consider ECC PT1 analysis on unpaired bands in this frequency range.

ECC PT 1 will also provide information on on cross border coordination issues, the progress made in the finalisation the draft ECC DEC(11)HH for frequency arrangements in 3,4-3,6 GHz and 3.6-3.8 GHz for MFCN. With this respect ECC instructed ECC PT1 to provide, further to its resolution meeting of comments from the public consultation on ECC DEC(11)HH, relevant information to WG FM for the launching of the work item on the possible use in duplex gap (3.49 -3.51 GHz).  WG FM should concider this issue and take appropriate action if any.
5.10 EFIS / Maintenance Group

The progress report from EFIS/MG  will be presented. EFIS/MG prepare some editorial changes to the ToR resulted from the latest changes of EFIS related ECC Decisions and WGFM is invited to approve these editorial changes.
EFIS/MG will also present draft new ECC Report on guidance on the interpretation of the ECC/DEC/(01)03 requirements. WG FM is expected to approve this new ECC Report for public consultation.

5.11 Cognitive radio systems

CG will present progress report dealing with Authorized Shared Access (ASA) consept and PMSE protection with regard to WSD in the UHF band. WG FM is invited to comment on the proposed outline of the draft report on the ASA concept and the draft report itself with understanding that this report will be presented to the next WG FM meeting for possible approval for public consultation as it was agreed during last WG FM meeting.
WG FM will also consider the future organisation of activity on CRS taking into account proposal from ECC and WG RA with respect to the draft supplementary ECC Report on “Consideration of the regulatory mechanisms needed to facilitate the introduction of cognitive radio systems (CRS) in the ‘white spaces’ of the frequency band 470-790 MHz”. 
5.12 Update of the ECA Table (ERC Report 25) 

A completely revised draft ERC Report 25 was adopted for public consultation at the last meeting. WG FM is expected to approve the revised ECA Table and launch the new procedure for regular ECA Table update.   
5.13 Preparations for WRC-12 

Administrations are invited to make their proposals with respect to the country footnotes in the Article 5 of ITU-R Radio Regulations  with understanding that this WGFM  meeting should finalise the preparation on AI 1.1 of WRC-12 and should adopt the draft CEPT Brief for submission to the GPG meeting (November 2011).
5.14 Upcoming  Civil-Military meeting

During the last WGFM meeting it was agreed not to have a civil-military meeting during 2012.  WG FM Chairman invited Administrations to make proposal at the next WG FM meetings for the possible topics for discussion at the Civil-Military meeting foreseen for 2013. 
5.15 ETSI recent activity

Under this agenda item information on ETSI activities on SRDocs will be presented (latest information is available at http://portal.etsi.org/erm/SRdoc_overview.doc). 

5.16 Review of ECC/ERC Decisions, and Recommendations, RIS implementation
The draft revised ECC Decisions (02)05 and (04)06 were adopted for public consultation by ECC in June 2011. The ECO will provide the results of the public consultation. The final adoption of both revised ECC Decisions is planned for the ECC meeting in December 2011. 

Sweden proposes to withdraw the ECC/DEC/(03)/02 on designation of the frequency band 1479.5-1492 MHz for use by S-DAB systems. This proposal will be concidered by WG FM. 
6.1 Frequency management during major events

WG FM during the last meeting concluded that an ECC Report is the most appropriate deliverable for addressing the frequency management issues for major events. The CG was tasked to develop proposals on the structure of Report and also a questionnaire to collect the relevant information. This Report is not limited to sport events only and the CG may consider other big events if needed. CG should consider whether a new Report should be developed or a revision of ECC Report 44 will be more appropriate. 

6.2 Wireless non-UWB industrial applications

ETSI ERM has prepared a draft System Reference document on SRD equipment for wireless industrial applications using technologies different from Ultra-WideBand (UWB) . 
WG FM agreed in principle to initiate spectrum compatibility studies for the applications described in the SRDoc. However, as concerns were expressed with regard to some of the frequency bands indentified (2360-2400 MHz, 2483.5-2500 MHz, 5150-5250 MHz, 5725-5850 MHz, 5850-5875 MHz and 5875-5925 MHz), it was suggested that the SRD/MG and SE24, during their joint meeting on 7 September 2011 in Biel, should consider the frequency bands indentified in the SRDoc and to provide further guidance on the prioritisation of studies within these bands.

6.3 PLT systems
A European draft standard on PLT has failed the vote of CENELEC Members and the issue of interactions between EMC and spectrum issues with respect to the introduction and usage of PLT systems in the band 30-80 MHz and possibly up to 470 MHz was not settled. It is proposed to create an ECO forum to be able to discuss within the ECC family PLT standardisation issues on a regular basis, in particular, in order to prepare advice on the utilisation of the frequency band 30-80 MHz by PLT systems.

6.4 Broadband Wireless Systems in 2300-2400 MHz

WG FM discussed this issue based on SRDoc from ETSI in May 2010 and at that time agreed to develop an ECC Report containing technical considerations as guidance to those administrations that wish to issue licenses for BWS in the band 2.3 GHz.
At this meeting WG FM received a new request from DIGITALEUROPE asking to develop an appropriate spectrum regulatory framework for administrations and industry enabling development of wide bandwidth services and applications in the band 2300-2400 MHz.
WG FM will consider this request and should conclude in any additional actions are necessary. 

6.5 Equipment sub-classes in accordance with R&TTE

Following the information that template for sub-class 18, amended by the European Commission, leads to the impression that DECT equipment with 250 mW transmit power in combination with a maximum antenna gain of 12 dBi could be used European wide without a requirement for an individual licence 69th WG FM Meeting decided to ask WGSE address the impact of directive antenna (up to 12 dBi) compared to 0 dBi antenna for licence exempted applications taking into account existing and future services in adjacent bands. WG FM also decided to come back to this issue when responses from WG SE will be available. WG SE in ist LS inform WG FM that the target date for the finalization of the studies and the completion of a guidance paper to WG FM on this issue is March 2012. WG FM will note this information.
7.1 ECO Bulletin and assistance to WG FM
The regular ECO Bulletin on the developments in other parts of the world will be considered by WG FM. Issues which may have a relation to the development of the WG FM Work Programme will be highlighted.

9.1 WG FM Work Programme

The work programme will be updated in the light of activities of the project teams and maintenance groups. 

9.2 Schedule of Meetings 

Administrations are invited to seek the possibility of hosting the WGFM meetings in 2013. Proposals from administrations are welcome on this issue.

Chairmen (including Project Team chairmen) within the WG FM family are reminded that it is their responsibility in cooperation with Mr. T.Weber to update the meeting schedule on the ECO website and they are requested to make such updates as soon as a new meeting is scheduled.
9.3 WG FM Structure
ECC invited its Working Groups to consider the creation of Forum Groups within their structure. It is noted that this could be implemented although according to Article 16 of the RoP, the amendments will enter into force only after their final formal approval at the next ECC meeting. ECC gives guidance to the Working Group about possible candidates to be converted into FG’s. The following groups have been suggested FM PT 46, FM PT 45 or parts of its work, FM CG on CRS, EFIS/MG, STG. WG FM should discuss this issue.
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
