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ETSI ERM/MSG TFES thanks WG FM for the liaison document identified above. In response to the questions raised in your Liaison Statement on the compliance of ETSI Harmonised Standards for terminal stations in the band 790-862 MHz (“800 MHz band”) (EN 301 908-13 V5.2.1 for E-UTRA UE and  EN 301 908‑2 V5.1.1 for UTRA FDD UE) with the requirements defined in the relevant ECC/EC deliverables for this band, ETSI ERM/MSG TFES kindly draws the attention of WG FM to the following issues.
In-block requirements for all terminal stations:

In line with the relevant ECC/EC deliverables for the band 790-862 MHz, following notes are included in EN 301 908‑2 V5.1.1 regarding the maximum value of the in-block emission level for FDD terminal stations in the 800 MHz band:
· for terminal stations designed to be mobile or nomadic, the requirements in EN 301 908‑2 V5.1.1  measured at the antenna port also show conformity to the corresponding requirement defined as TRP (Total Radiated Power), as described in Commission Decision 2010/267/EU, ECC Decision (09)03 and CEPT Report 30.
· for terminal station designed to be fixed or installed, EN 301 908‑2 V5.1.1 does not address the requirements described in Commission Decision 2010/267/EU, ECC Decision (09)03 and CEPT Report 30.
ETSI ERM/MSG TFES is going to include similar notes for E-UTRA terminal stations in a new release of EN 301 908-13 (Release 6). In addition, there is need for further studies to identify how terminal stations designed to be fixed or installed in the 800 MHz should be addressed in a Harmonised Standard.
Out-of-band requirements for FDD terminal stations for the preferred harmonised frequency arrangement:
In terms of the ITU-R definition for out-of-band (OOB) emissions, only TV Channel 60 (782-790 MHz) is relevant for the application of OOB requirements to an LTE 20 MHz terminal operating in the lower edge of uplink band (i.e. 832-852 MHz). Therefore, the OOB requirement -65 dBm/8MHz defined in ECC/EC deliverables is included in the relevant TFES terminal station Harmonised Standards only for the frequency range 782-790 MHz (TV Channel 60). Afterwards, it was understood that this requirement has to be interpreted as out-of-block and not the ITU-R out-of-band concept. Therefore, ETSI ERM/MSG TFES intends to revise the relevant TFES Harmonised Standards by including the OOB requirement of -65 dBm/8MHz in the band allocated to broadcasting as defined in ECC/EC deliverables for 790-862 MHz. 
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
