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	Summary: 

	Italy would like to highlight that the frequency band 1479.5 -1492 MHz has experienced a very low level of utilization in Europe by satellite digital audio broadcasting systems in the last 10 years. Moreover, current information related to Satellite Audio Broadcasting application provided in WG FM PT50 does not provide a sound justification for doubling the current bandwidth of 12.5MHz allocated by ECC/DEC(03)(02) as proposed in Regulatory Option 4 considered in the draft ECC Report elaborated by FM PT50. Thus, Italy considers that it is inappropriate to consider this option within PT50 going forward.



	Proposal: 

	Italy would like to request WG FM to eliminate Regulatory Option 4 from the list of regulatory options considered in the ECC Draft Report that PT50 is elaborating. 



	Background:
FM50 has worked on the elaboration of the draft ECC Report to assess which future use(s) of the 1452-1492 MHz band would be the most appropriate for CEPT. In accordance with the ToR, a preliminary draft ECC Report will be presented to WGFM in Bern for comment and guidance. 

In section 5 of the ECC Draft Report, FM50 considered four regulatory options. The fourth option is based on the extension of S-DAB allocation to 25 MHz within CEPT 
Regulatory Option 4:

This option corresponds to the harmonised use of the band 1452-1492 MHz permitting S-DAB in the sub-band 1467 – 1492 MHz 
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This option requires the ECC to adopt an ECC Decision designating the band 1467-1492 MHz for S-DAB, may lead to a revision of the MA02revCO07 Arrangement and requires also to keep ECC/DEC/(03)02 Decision.
