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	Summary:

	Germany noted with interest the Irish proposal on the definition of “Licensed Shared Access“(LSA) (doc FM(12)041). 
Germany is not in favour of any of the definitions proposed and does not see an advantage in defining LSA on CEPT level, as the concept describes a national authorisation issue. 
Option 1 is based on the definition developed by the Radio Spectrum Policy Group, but eliminating the words to be in “accordance with sharing rules included in the rights of use of spectrum granted to the licensees”. Herewith uncertainties, especially on the rights of use in the concerned bands, would be caused and additional burden would be put on the national administrations. 
· This definition would allow for the usage of a band on a secondary basis in deviation from the allocations given in Article 5 of the Radio Regulations. 
· An additional measure would be needed in order to avoid this situation. On the national level the possibility of the secondary use has to be predefined. However, to reach the aim of a broad harmonisation those national decisions would need to be similar in all / almost all CEPT Member States.
· The deletion might lead to the misunderstanding there would be no need for an authorisation for spectrum usage based on the LSA-concept.

· Last, but not least, no provision about the sharing modalities valid for the spectrum user based on the LSA concept would be given in the definition proposed in Option 1.
Option 2 is based on the description of the concept provided by the proponents of ASA, but deletes its limitation to IMT/Mobile. However, the conjunction and additional prerequisite of cognitive radio as implementation technology is not necessary.

	Proposal:

	WG FM is kindly invited to agree on the original LSA definition by RSPG, if any definition would be required within CEPT.

	Background:

	The concept of “Authorised Shared Access” (ASA) and its derivate LSA has been discussed thoroughly on ECC and EC level, which lead to related activities in the FM CG on CRS and the RSPG. The results of both groups are publicly available.
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
