	Document SE(11)084 provides a progress report on the below mentioned issues and reflects the ongoing activities within PT SE21 since the 59th WG SE meeting (Montegrotto Terme, Italy, 2 - 6 May 2011).

	Proposal:
	WG SE is invited:

· to note the SE21 activities on Working Item SE21_9 (Cooperation with ITU-R WP 1A);

· to consider and approve for public consultation a draft revision of ECC Recommendation 02-05 "Unwanted emissions" created within Working Item SE21_15 (see Annex 1);
· to consider and approve for public consultation a draft new ECC Report on compatibility between radars in 2 700-2 900 MHz and mobile service in the band 2 500-2 690 MHz developed under Working Item SE21_16 (see Annex 2);
· to note the SE21 activities on Working Item SE_11;
· to give a guideline, if any, on a need to modify ECC Report 124 to include the band 92 – 94 GHz. 

	Background:
	SE21 has currently the following activities:

· Work item SE21_9: the coordination with ITU-R WP 1A on unwanted emission issues;

· Working Item SE21_15: revision of ECC Recommendation 02-05 "Unwanted emissions";
· Working Item SE21_16: on compatibility between radars in 2 700-2 900 MHz and mobile service in the band 2 500-2 690 MHz;

· Working Item SE_11: Monitoring of the development of ETSI Harmonised standards.
These issues were considered by SE21 at the meetings in Budapest (18 - 20 May 2011), in Moscow (29 – 31 August 2011) and at the web-meeting 26th September 2011. 
Also during the last WG SE meeting in Italy it was decided to delay a conclusion on possible further action on modification ECC Report 124 to include the band 92 – 94 GHz pending the results of the discussions on WRC-12 AI 1.8 at the ITU-R WP 5C in June 2011 and at the CPG meeting in Oxford (UK).

WI SE21_9: Coordination with ITU-R WP 1A

SE21 was informed that Switherland submitted to the last ITU-R WP1A/SG1 (May 2011) CEPT proposal for modification Category B limits in Recommendation ITU-R SM.329-11 which was based on the recent update of ERC Rec. 74-01. 

This proposal was considered and agreed by ITU-R WP1A and sent to the ITU-R SG 1 Plenary (Document 1/155, Annex 2) for approval with reservation from the USA to a rapid approval of proposed modification. At the ITU-R SG 1 Plenary (June 2011) the rapid approval of proposed modification of Category B limits was opposed by the USA and China and it was decided to implement standard procedure for that. That means that document ITU-R 1/155 will be reconsidered during the next WP 1A meeting in 2012 and then will be resubmitted to the following ITU-R SG 1 meeting.
	Proposed WG SE Action:
	To note this information and invite CEPT administrations to support the proposal for modification of Recommendation ITU-R SM.329-11 at the next ITU-R WP1A/SG1 in 2012. Some activity of SE21 may be needed to assist this action.  


2. WI_SE21_15: Revision of ECC Recommendation 02-05 “Unwanted emissions”

SE21 was informed that during the last ITU-R WP1A/SG1 (May 2011) the revision of Annex 8 to Recommendation ITU-R SM.1541-3 was approved.

Based on this SE21 agreed the revision of Annex 2 “Boundary and limits for primary radar emissions” of ECC Recommendation (02)05. Also the meeting extensively considered and agreed the proposals for revising of the main body and Annex 1 “Terminology and definitions used in ITU-R Rec. SM.329” of ECC Recommendation (02)05.
Finally, an appropriate draft revision of ECC Recommendation (02)05 was prepared and agreed unanimously by the SE21. It is submitted to WGSE for approval through the Public Consultation procedure (see Annex 1).
	Proposed WG SE Action:
	To consider draft revision of ECC Recommendation (02)05 and agree it for Public Consultation.


3. WI_SE21_16: Compatibility between radars in 2 700-2 900 MHz and mobile service in the band 2 500-2 690 MHz

SE21 concentrated on compatibility study between the mobile service in the band 2 500-2 690 MHz and the radiolocation service in the band 2 700-2 900 MHz at the both regular meetings in Budapest (18 - 20 May 2011) and in Moscow (29 – 31 August 2011). Four correspondence groups were created within SE21 in between those two meetings on different Sections of the draft new ECC Report in addition to the correspondence group within ECC PT1 on mobile service characteristics. Based on the feedback from these correspondence groups the preliminary draft new ECC Report was created during SE21 meeting in Moscow. 
The conducted studies, based on worst case assumptions (i.e. line-of-sight conditions), have shown that there is potential interference from mobile service to radar and vice versa which will dependent on the deployment scenario with factors such as frequency separation, relative antenna orientation, and distance.  In addition, interference may be less severe than the results indicate when realistic assumptions about propagation and equipment performance are taken into account. The following non-exhaustive list of possible mitigation techniques was established:
· improvement of the receiver selectivity

· reduce unwanted emissions of transmitters

· reduced Power from the mobile service Base Station

· site specific deployment

· physical separation between radar and mobile service stations

· frequency separation

It should be noted that the assumed worst case assumptions may not be encountered in a large number of actual situations. In these cases additional mitigation may not need to be applied.
However SE21 could not finalize the draft ECC Report on meeting in Moscow. Therefore it was proposed to convene an extraordinary SE21 meeting before the forthcoming WGSE meeting in October 2011 but it was impossible to identify the appropriate date. To reach agreement on the Conclusions of the draft new ECC Report, Introduction and Executive summary of the Report and Section 7.3 which contains combination of mitigations the web-meeting was organized at 26th September 2011.

During web-meeting of SE21:

- it was confirmed that study has shown that no single mitigation techniques may solve all possible interference cases on appropriate manner. Therefore there is a need to evaluate further the effect of combining some of these mitigation techniques. However due to some time constraints this study was not conducted. This fact was reflect in Section 7.3 of the draft ECC Report;
- the Conclusions and Executive summary of the Report was drafted and agreed.

SE21 sent a LS to ECC PT1 for further comments on the draft ECC Report and received reply that there is no comment during the web-meeting 26th September 2011. 

After web-meeting SE21 finalized draft new ECC Report on compatibility between the mobile service in the band 2 500-2 690 MHz and the radiolocation service in the band 2 700-2 900 MHz and submitted it to the WGSE meeting for approval through the Public Consultation procedure (see Annex 2). 
It needs to be mentioned that SE21 is ready to organize a specific meeting on 25 – 26 October 2011 (ECO or UK) on draft ECC Report on 2.7 GHz issue, if WGSE meeting in Tallinn (Estonia) agrees to postpone the adoption of this draft ECC Report for public consultation, and present the results directly to the ECC meeting in December 2011.

	Proposed WG SE Action:
	To consider draft new ECC Report on 2.7 GHz issue and agree it for Public Consultation.


4. WI SE_11: Monitoring of the development of ETSI Harmonised standards.
Within this WI SE21 analyzed the current version of ETSI EN 302 567 V1.1.1 and concluded that existing unwanted emissions limits contain in Section 4.2.3 and 4.2.4 of ETSI EN 302 567 V1.1.1 are in line with the limits of ERC Recommendation 74-01 for Land Mobile Service.
Also SE21 took note the explanation from ECO staff in relation to further activities on this WI and concluded that SE21 will analyse all draft ETSI Harmonised standards in relation to proposed unwanted emissions limits when specific reference to SE21 will be included in the spreadsheet (see http://www.cept.org/ecc/about-ecc/ecc-etsi).
	Proposed WG SE Action:
	To make appropriate modification of the spreadsheet in relation to the SE21 conclusion on ETSI EN 302 567 V1.1.1.
