	ERM wishes to know if there are any plans within ECC to review the existing spurious emission limits that will apply to the 470 -862 MHz  bands due to be occupied primarily by digital services. 

The present limit of –54 dBm (-57 dBm on standby) extends downwards from 862 to 470 MHz plus a further two bands at lower frequencies (47-74 MHz and 174-230 MHz). 
It would be helpful to other users of spectrum if the present limits could be reviewed (relaxed) so that they better reflect the actual needs of these new digital systems. In the meantime, TC ERM will consider the potential for interference to SRDs from other equipment operating in the adjacent bands.

	Both the regulatory framework and market access situation for wireless charger devices have been discussed at several TCAM
 meetings in the last years. 

During discussions at TCAM #31 (October 2010), the European Commission asked ETSI and CENELEC to report back to TCAM about their views on the suitability of the existing regulatory regimes (e.g. EMC Directive, R&TTE Directive, Harmonised Standards, EC Decisions, etc…) related to placing wireless charger devices on the European market. 

ETSI ERM has been considering this issue, and at its meeting #44 ERM adopted a new work item to develop an ETSI internal report on this issue (DMI/ERM-055). 

The European Commission expects feedback from ETSI and CENELEC on this issue by  1st and 2nd December 2011 (TCAM#34).

SRDoc was amended based on the last response from ECC WG FM. 

Now proposed frequency ranges for MBANs (excerpt from TR)
· 1785-1805 MHz band is only 20 MHz and does not provide a sufficient amount of spectrum to accommodate the requirement for MBANS. Also, it cannot be combined with another candidate band due to the distance to the other bands in frequency, which makes it difficult to use existing radio technology.

· 2360-2400 MHz band can accommodate the requirement for MBANS with reasonable cost. Possibility of interregional harmonisation of the band for MBANS use makes this band more preferable in comparison with the other candidate bands.

· 2400-2483,5 MHz band is designated for ISM and allocated to other services, and is intensively used by many applications including some “in-hospital” applications, such as Wi-Fi devices which makes it very difficult for use by MBANS.

· 2483,5-2500 MHz band is only 16,5 MHz and does not provide a sufficient amount of spectrum to accommodate the operational requirements for MBANS. The co-location of MBANS and LP-AMI devices within a few centimetres of each other suggests potential co-existence problems, which makes MBANS unlikely to be used in the presence of LP-AMI.
