At its October 2011 meeting, WG SE decided to send to Public Consultation a new draft ECC Report dealing with UWB Airborne. 
This ECC Report focuses on the Cabin Management System (CMS) and considered, based on the information received while developing the report, up to 2 access points per airplane in the compatibility studies. Hence an aggregation of up to 2 devices per channel was considered as the worst case in the studies. 
WG SE would appreciate feedback from ETSI on the assumptions and the systems considered in the study so that the appropriate regulations could be developed in the future by SRD-MG.
