At its 60th meeting, WG SE considered the analysis of the issue of WSD interference into cable head-end receivers in the band 470-790 MHz. The analysis was performed by SE43 taking into account the request from the ECC not to consider the protection for cable head-end receivers outside the broadcasting service area.

In this respect, WG SE notes that ECC Report 159 defines the protection criteria for the broadcasting service for different reception modes and receiving environment. The technical and operational requirements to WSD are established to protect receivers within the GE06 service area defined as the area, within which the administration has the right to demand that the agreed protection conditions be provided. Therefore, understanding that cable head-end receivers are the receivers of terrestrial broadcasting services, WG SE concludes that their protection may be covered in a similar way as it was done for residential receivers in ECC Report 159.

Regarding the cable head-end protection outside the broadcasting service area, WG SE considers this case as being a national issue that needs to be addressed by an administration concerned if it so wishes.
On this basis, WG SE agreed that its analysis on that issue was completed.
