Liaison statement to WG SE on the ECC Decision(06)07 and ECC Report 093


Dear Bruno,
WG FM in its 72nd meeting in Miesbach considered an information document (INFO010) requesting to include the frequency bands 1920-1980 MHz and 2110-2170 MHz in ECC Decision (06)07 on GSM on board aircraft, and ECC Report 093 on the compatibility of GSM on board aircraft with terrestrial networks.  This request was supported by administrations and the FM Working Group agreed to develop this proposal further. The information document is appended to this liaison statement.

Having considered the use of IMT systems on board aircraft as a natural evolution from existing on board GSM systems, WG FM concluded that it is appropriate to update the ECC/DEC/(06)07 pending the successful conclusion of technical studies to demonstrate the compatibility of these systems with terrestrial networks, and the group will ask ECC the authorisation that the work be initiated to revise the Decision as appropriate.
WG FM respectfully request that WG SE updates the compatibility studies in ECC Report 093 to include the use of IMT systems on board aircraft in the above frequency bands. This liaison statement is copied to ECC PT1 in the hope that they would assist you in this work if required. It has also been copied to SE PT7 since this group was responsible for developing ECC Report 093 in the first place.
We kindly ask you if your group can take on this task, and, if so, kindly advice us about your plans for this work. Please also keep us apprised of progress.
