1 Opening of the meeting
The 61st meeting of WG SE will be held in Åre (Sweden), from the 26th to the 30th of March 2012. It will start at 13:30 a.m. on the 26th of March.

2 Adoption of the Agenda, Schedule of Work

A draft timetable is contained in the proposed agenda (see document SE(12)001) as guideline.  

3 Matters arising from meetings of:

3.1 ECC

The minutes of the 30th ECC meeting are available in document SE(12)026. Elements highlighted in yellow are for information and will be noted. 
In particular, WG SE will have to consider the procedure agreed by the ECC for the inclusion of the new work items in the work programme. 

WG SE will also take into account the results and discussion within ECC on:

- cognitive radio systems (SE43);
- amendment of the decision ECC/DEC/(09)02 (MSS in the 1.6/2.5 GHz band) on the basis of the ECC Report 171;
- compatibility studies between radars and the mobile service at 2.7 GHz (SE21). 

3.2 ECC PT1

There has been one extraordinary ECC/PT1 on 2 GHz issues meeting since the last WG SE meeting. Additional activities have been carried out by correspondence, leading to the development of LS related to SE7, SE24, SE40 and SE43 activities. 
3.3 WG FM

In addition, there will be a need to address various liaison statements from WG FM on:

- Roadmap for future studies on UHF SRDs (SE(12)005);
- Studies related to the fifth update of the technical annex of the EC Decision for SRD (SE(12)007);

- The need for studies in WGSE / PT SE24 related to draft CEPT Report 43 – 169 MHz (SE(12)008);
- the joint SE/FM forum on PLT issues (SE(12)009).

Most of these LS have already been considered by the relevant Project Teams  
3.4 CPG
WG SE will note the outcome from WRC-12, from the CPM15-1 and the plans for the CPG-15 activities.   

3.5 ETSI
There has been two ETSI ERM meetings since the last WGSE meeting. A summary report from the recent ETSI meetings will be provided by the ETSI Liaison Officer Michael Mahler (document SE(12)024). 

WGSE will consider several LS from ETSI ERM related to System Reference documents. 
In addition, there is a need to discuss other liaison statements from ETSI on:

· ETSI work on candidate HS for devices operating in TV white spaces (doc SE(12)10))

WGSE will also discuss the activity on monitoring of the development of ETSI harmonised standards.
