Dear Bruno,

During its 74th meeting in Bern, WGFM discussed the system reference document ETSI TR 102 791 which has been approved by ETSI ERM for publication.

WG FM noted that the target of the ETSI proposal is to replace the old Telecoil system which is a cable based inductive system, limited to one channel only, big in size equipment and facing more and more reluctance in the market regarding installation of cabling.

The new proposal would enable more channels (6x25 kHz equivalent) with 10 mW transmitters and 0.5 mW body worn equipment and will be used indoors or in enclosed areas.

The system was also noted that it can be adaptive and use techniques to achieve geographical separation (e.g. notification possible or geo-location approach) or may use frequencies not needed by the incumbent application at a given location.
Based on the above mentioned attributes of the system, WGFM requests WGSE to perform spectrum engineering studies in UHF band (870-876 MHz, 915-921 MHz, 960-1164 MHz) as proposed in the system reference document but not in VHF band (156 MHz). 

Regarding the frequency ranges 870-876/915-921 MHz which are covered by the UHF Roadmap, it was decided that the equipment described in TR 102 791 would follow the concept developed for generic SRD needing a predictable sharing environment and therefore it was concluded that it was not necessary to add this SRdoc to the UHF Roadmap. This is therefore considered to be covered by the existing work items in PT SE24.

WGFM tasked SRD/MG to deal with the subject in WGFM and has also sent a liaison statement to ETSI regarding the proposal in the SRDoc to consider the 156 MHz frequencies.
