World Telecommunications Development Conference Report
1. The sixth World Telecommunication Development Conference was held in Dubai, United Arab Emirates, from 30 March to 10 April 2014 under the theme “Broadband for Sustainable Development”. It was attended by 1,313 delegates from 137 Member States and 82 Sector Members and other entities, including 40 media representatives. The Conference was chaired by Mr Mohammed Al Ghanim, Director-General of the Telecommunication Regulatory Authority, United Arab Emirates. 

2. WTDC was attended by the following CEPT Member States: Albania, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Estonia, France, Georgia, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Italy, Lithuania, The former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Moldova, Montenegro, Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Russian Federation, Serbia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Turkey, Ukraine, United Kingdom.

3. CEPT held several coordination meetings in preparation to the WTDC and three coordination meetings during the Conference itself. The ECO Office has developed the CEPT messaging system that was used for coordination purposes.

4. During its preparatory process the CEPT has agreed to 11 European Common Proposals (ECPs):

Add 1 . Proposed new resolution on promoting ICTs to young women and men for social and economic empowerment

Add 2 . Proposed modification of Resolution 67 on the role of the Telecommunication Development Sector in child online protection

Add 3 . Proposed modification of Resolution 71 on the cooperation between member states and sector members within ITU-D in particular to include the involvement of academia

Add 4 . Proposed new Resolution on broadband communication in developing countries and consequential suppression of Resolutions 20, 43, 50 and 72


Add 5 . Proposed modification of the ITU-D Recommendation on ICT and climate change in response to Question 24/2 


Add 6 . Proposed modification of Resolution 33 (Doha WTDC-06)


Add 7 . Proposed modification of Resolution 73 (WTDC-10) on ITU centres of excellence 

Add 8 . Draft Regional Initiatives – outcome of the RPM


Add 9 . Continuation of question 24/2 on ICT and Climate Change for the next ITU-D study period 2014-2018: European Common Proposal for a new ITU-D Question

Add 10 . Proposed Resolution on countering Numbers Misappropriation that complements WTSA Resolution 61.

Add 11 . Proposed modifications to Resolution 9.

Furthermore, CEPT Member States prepared a background document (WTDC Brief (doc. (14) 007_rev3), which contains: strategic approach to WTDC, summary of European positions, defensive points and some background information on other regional proposals. 

5. All CEPT proposals were accepted by WTDC 2014:
Add 1.  With this proposal CEPT was aiming to support the creation of favorable conditions to enable capacity building at the regional level aimed at developing entrepreneurship, increase innovation in ICT. The proposal was updated with the ARAB provisions on global youth forums initiative. It was accepted as RESOLUTION COM3/1 (Dubai, 2014) and replaced the old RESOLUTION 38 (Rev. Hyderabad, 2010) on Development of the Youth Forum in the Telecommunication Development Bureau that was abrogated by WTDC-14. 
Add 2.
CEPT revisions to this resolution were accepted. The CEPT goal was to adapt the resolution to technological changes in the ICT sector and to encourage self-regulation within the field of child on-line protection. The final version is RESOLUTION 67 (Rev. Dubai, 2014)  The role of the Telecommunication Development Sector in child online protection.
Add 3. CEPT revisions to this resolution were accepted enabling academia do participate in activities of ITU-D. The final version is RESOLUTION 71 (REV. DUBAI, 2014) Strengthening cooperation between Member States, Sector Members, Associates and Academia of the ITU Telecommunication Development Sector, including the private sector.
Add 4. This CEPT proposal was partially accepted. The CEPT goal was to provide ITU with one single resolution dealing with broadband and to merge the existing ones. CEPT Member States managed to merge Resolution 70 on More effective utilization of mobile communication services with the new proposed text. Resolutions 20, 43 and 50 were, however, kept by the Conference. 

Add 5. The CEPT goal was to adjust the resolution to the most recent developments in the field of ICT for climate change (e.g. cloud computing) and to improve coordination within the ITU and especially with ITU-T. 
Add 6. The CEPT  revisions were accepted by the Conference. The final version is: RESOLUTION 33 (Rev. Dubai, 2014) Assistance and support to Serbia for rebuilding  its destroyed public broadcasting system.

Add 7. The CEPT aimed at adapting the resolution to the strategy on Centres of Excellence, which is currently developed by the ITU and with its strategic plan. Furthermore, CEPT argued for regularly monitoring of their activities by TDAG. All CEPT revisions were accepted. The final version is RESOLUTION 73 (Rev. Dubai, 2014) ITU Centres of Excellence.
Add 8. Draft regional initiatives for the period 2014-2018 were approved for EUR region. These include:
EUR1. Spectrum management and transition to digital broadcasting

EUR2. Development of broadband access and adoption of broadband

EUR3. Ensuring access to telecommunications/ICTs, in particular for persons with disabilities

EUR4. Building confidence and security in the use of telecommunications/ICTs

EUR5. Entrepreneurship, innovation and youth

Due to acceptance of new Regional Initiatives, the Resolution 70 (Hyderabad, 2010) on Regional initiative for Central and Eastern Europe on "E-accessibility (Internet and digital television) for persons with disabilities" became irrelevant and was abrogated by WTDC-14. 

Add  9. The proposal of revised study question was accepted by WTDC-14. 
Add 10. The new draft resolution on numbering misappropriation was approved with minor changes. The goal of this resolution is to support, in close cooperation with ITU-T, capacity building initiatives by ITU-D. The final version is: RESOLUTION COM3/3 (DUBAI, 2014) Capacity building for countering misappropriation of Recommendation ITU-T E.164 telephone numbers.

Add 11. The changes proposed by CEPT aimed to develop a report on the use of market mechanisms to allocate the frequency bands, the preparation of national frequency allocation tables, spectrum refarming, and the methods of calculation of fees for the use of the spectrum. The proposal was accepted with changes. The final version: RESOLUTION 9 (Rev. Dubai, 2014) Participation of countries, particularly developing countries, in spectrum management.
